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FAMILY POLICY IN POST-WAR COUNTRIES:
CONCLUSIONS FOR UKRAINE

The article is devoted to the study of the experience of implementing family policy in coun-
tries where, at the same time, military actions took place on their own territory and the demo-
graphic behaviour of the population is close to that of Ukrainians. The relevance is due to the
existence of significant challenges for the demographic and socio-economic development of
Ukraine, which have intensified as a result of the Russian-Ukrainian war. The war intensifies
depopulation against the backdrop of decline in the quality of life and increases the migratory
outflow of the population. Family policy has the potential to mitigate demographic challen-
ges. Studying the experience of its implementation in countries that have gone through heavy
military operations on their own territory and have similar demographic behaviour of the
population can contribute to the formation of vision for the development of family policy in
Ukraine. The cases of wars and post-war reconstruction of Croatia and Bosnia and Herze-
govina were determined to be the most comparable. The purpose of the paper is to study
the experience of family policy in countries that had the wars on their own territory and to
determine the possibilities of implementing their experience in Ukraine..

The work uses the following methods: comparison, generalization and induction, his-
torical analogy and systemic approach, critical assessment of scientific achievements in the
relevant field, elements of graphic analysis and comparative legal analysis, abstract-logical
method. A set of statistical indicators used in the article is based on the materials of Eurostat,
OECD Family Database, World Bank Open Data, the Agency for Statistics of Bosnia and
Herzegovina, scientific publications on the subject. The novelty of the work consists in sup-
plementing ideas about the possibilities and consequences of the implementation of family
policy in post-war conditions, as well as the possibilities of using the experience of other count-
ries in the conditions of post-war recovery. It is substantiated that the development of the
family policy of the European countries that experienced hostilities on their own territory
took place in the conditions of a low level of funding, most of the planned instruments were
not implemented, the documented goals regarding fertility (quite ambitious) were not achie-
ved. The post-war fertility in the more economically successful Croatia, after the war-induced
fluctuations and subsequent decline, stabilized at a higher level than in the poorer Bosnia and
Herzegovina, although the pre-war situation was the opposite. The low level of family policy
funding, low preschool enrollment rate, lack of significant childbirth payments, difficulties
with the opportunities of mothers in the labour market, spread of gender stereotypes are cha-
racteristic of the considered countries. The development of family policy in the context of post-
war recovery ultimately leads to attempts to develop a comprehensive family policy with an
emphasis on childcare services, the spread of gender equality and support for working parents.

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INSTITUTIONAL ASPECTS
OF THE DEVELOPMENT OF SOCIAL CAPITAL
OF TERRITORIAL COMMUNITIES IN UKRAINE

The article aims to analyze the state of the levels and substantiate the directions of institu-
tionalization of the development of social capital of territorial communities. The article
analyzes four levels of institutionalization of social capital of territorial communities in
Ukraine: group, stakeholder, intercommunity cooperation and international intercommunity
cooperation. It is found that the group level of institutionalization is the least developed.
At this level, the need to identify leaders and form networks of interaction based on common
interests, which would significantly strengthen the potential for community self-sufficiency,
remains unaddressed. The level of community stakeholders is poorly engaged, characterized
by low activity of public-private partnerships. Significantly better results are observed at the
level of intercommunity interaction, the functioning of which is ensured on the regulatory
and financial plane through the established system of state funding for community infra-
structure development projects, which were largely implemented on the basis of intercom-
munity cooperation. It has been established that international intercommunity cooperation is
also developed. It intensified with the outbreak of full-scale war and was in many cases in-
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formal and humanitarian in nature. This experience may be useful in the future for the re-
covery of communities in the postwar period.

The paper uses general scientific methods of analysis and synthesis to collect, process
and systematize the results of scientific research; abstract-logical and critical analysis —
to analyze the levels of institutionalization of social capital of territorial communities; sta-
tistical — to collect and systematize data; graphical — to visualize the results of the assess-
ment of international and domestic, intra-Ukrainian, intercommunity cooperation; in-
duction and deduction — to substantiate the main directions of institutionalization of
the development of social capital of territorial communities. The main directions of insti-
tutionalization of the social capital of territorial communities as a prerequisite for the unifi-
cation and mobilization of their internal development resources, which is a prerequisite
for overcoming the risks caused by the war and the local government reform, are substanti-
ated. The scientific and methodological foundations of the study of social capital at the local
level in modern conditions have been improved.

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VOLUNTEER ACTIVITY AS A FACTOR OF RESILIENCY
AND BUILDING UP SOCIAL CAPITAL IN COMMUNITIES
(on the example of one of the communities of Kyiv region)

The relevance of the article is due to the definition of aspects of community resilience du-
ring the war period. Since the full-scale invasion of Russian troops, volunteer activities in
Ukrainian communities have increased. The growth of people’s resistance was one of the
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reasons for the creation of new volunteer groups, strengthening the activities of charitable
structures of the informal sector. The change in motivational features of the active part of
the population of communities in de-occupied territories contributed to the mass volun-
teering and the initiative to create and provide various volunteer services. The purpose of
this article is to explore the peculiarities of the formation of social cohesion, resilience and
the increase in social capital in the context of community volunteer group’s activities. No-
velty is the presentation and analysis of the results of a questionnaire survey of a volunteer
group of one of the communities in the Kyiv region. The results of the survey were analyzed,
which became the basis for determining the resiliency and opportunities for increasing so-
cial capital in the Nemishayeve settlement territorial community. The survey was conducted
in late January and early February 2023, with 63 respondents. The article uses the authors’
own experience in volunteering in this volunteer group. The reasons for the creation of
the group are substantiated, and the study determines its importance for rallying the popu-
lation, the formation of trust in volunteer entities through the systematic submission of
transparent report filings and the presence of constant feedback from individual units of
the Armed Forces of Ukraine, which are directly assisted by the volunteers of the group.
This includes, in particular, weaving camouflage nets, making instant food kits, sewing ca-
mouflage suits, making dugout candles and mini-stoves, collecting donations for the purchase
of off-road vehicles, medicines and hygiene products, etc. The features of the group’s activi-
ties since its inception in June 2022 until today have been determined. Attention is focused on
the use of existing and formation of new resources of community’s social capital, the im-
portance of logistics chains, social ties between the existing entities of the informal sector
both within the community and beyond. The probable reasons for the decrease in volunteer
activity in the grouping have been determined and the directions for improving the activity of
the volunteer group have been proposed, which will contribute to strengthening its resilience,
increasing volunteer activity. Conclusions on the effectiveness of the group are drawn, new
approaches and opportunities are proposed to improve the organizational component by
improving the professional level of volunteer management and transition to institutional
form. The intensification of volunteer activities in the community is influenced by transfor-
mational changes in terms of greater involvement of young people, which at the same time
contributes to strengthening the process of their social integration. In turn, the presence of
stress-resistant entities of the informal sector in communities with their powerful social ca-
pital is one of the weighty priorities in increasing the capacity of territorial communities,
forming the space of public trust and rapid reconstruction of Ukraine in the post-war period.

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PRACTICE AND CAPABILITIES
OF PROGRAMMATIC HOUSING POLICY
IMPLEMENTATION IN UKRAINE

The need for the growth of housing construction is considered through the prism of increasing
the affordability of housing for citizens, which is determined, in particular, by the develop-
ment of preferential housing financing programs. Availability of housing is a primary socio-
economic task in the difficult conditions of martial law. State and local programs make it
possible to purchase housing, creating additional demand for it on the part of the population
of different income levels.

The aim of the article is to systematize preferential programs within the state housing po-
licy and analyze the capacity of the most significant mechanisms for their implementation,
and to identify organizational forms of increasing housing affordability by applying a prog-
rammatic approach. The study was carried out on the basis of general scientific methods:
generalization, analysis and systematization. To present the results of the study, statistical me-
thods are used: groupings, comparisons, tables. The novelty of the study is in authors’ position
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on the issue and basic methods of application and implementation of the program approach
to increase housing affordability for the population, in particular, an effective tool for attrac-
ting funds for the local investment projects — bonds of local development funds. The article sys-
tematizes the main goals, objectives, basic principles of preferential programs; the effectiveness
of the most significant mechanisms for their implementation was studied, with the determi-
nation of urgent organizational forms of application of the program approach from the point
of view of the availability of housing for the population. The banks’ participation in financing
the construction of housing and other infrastructure facilities in the role of escrow agents that
protect and defend the interests of future property owners was proposed. The importance of
ensuring the availability of mortgage insurance in conditions of high war risks was indicated.
In order to improve the situation with condominium lending, it would be important to stren-
gthen the role of budget sources as a basic element of assistance, in order to encourage lower-
level budgets to increase their contribution to programs for providing housing to the population.

Introduction. In Ukraine, a full-scale war has caused and continues to cause
huge losses in all spheres of society every day. In March 2023, the World Bank
estimated the cost of recovery and reconstruction of Ukraine at $411 billion [1].
According to estimates by the Kyiv School of Economics, during the year of
the full-scale Russian military invasion, the total amount of direct documented
damage to residential and non-residential real estate and other infrastructure
amounted to more than $143.8 billion (at replacement cost). Residential buil-
dings (37.3 % or $53.6 billion) and infrastructure (25.2 % or $36.2 billion) ac-
count for the largest share of the total amount of direct losses. The loss of busi-
ness assets is at least $11.3 billion and continues to grow. Direct losses of the
agrarian sector as a result of the war are another $8.7 billion [2].

The full-scale invasion resulted in the largest mass migration wave of Euro-
pean population since the Second World War; destroyed entire cities and com-
munities; caused the tragic deaths of countless civilians, including children;
pushed more than a quarter of Ukrainian citizens into poverty. According to
the Office of the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees, as of
05/23/2023, the number of refugees from Ukraine recorded throughout Europe
since the beginning of the full-scale war reached 8.26 million people [3]. More
than 4.85 million Ukrainians became internally displaced persons (IDPs) as of
05/01/2023 (according to the Ministry of Social Policy of Ukraine), 3.5 million
of them moved after 02/24/2022, and 2.7 million were registered for the first
time since 02/24/2022. IDPs and refugees have different intentions to return to
their previous place of residence. While the primary driver for refugee return is
an end to war and related security risks, adequate access to housing and liveli-
hoods in Ukraine will greatly influence decisions for both refugees and IDPs [4].

Provision of affordable housing for the population, especially in times of
war, is an important issue, and state housing financing programs are a relevant
mechanism for providing affordable housing. After all, IDPs who were forced to
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leave their homes need more than just temporary housing. The possibility of
purchasing a new or rebuilding a damaged home is one of the determining
factors for the return of Ukrainians from abroad.

Before the start of the full-scale invasion of Ukraine, the role of the state in
housing construction significantly decreased. State financing mechanisms for
housing construction were dismantled but alternative market methods of hou-
sing construction based on mortgage mechanisms have not become widespread.
Creating a modern housing market became one of the urgent tasks of Ukrai-
nian reforms. Without solving them, it is impossible to improve the well-being of
citizens, ensure effective recovery and development of the economy, and im-
provement of the demographic situation. During the years of reforms, certain
steps were taken in the direction of introducing housing lending into the Uk-
rainian practice of housing construction. Currently, in Ukraine, the only in-
strument of housing credit is considered to be the mortgage, mainly in its full
form, the development of which began after the adoption by the Verkhovna Rada
of Ukraine in 1995 of the concept of state housing policy, which defines the
main directions of reforming the housing market on the basis of a program-
targeted approach and bank lending. However, the results of neither the prog-
ram scenario nor the application of mortgage lending can be considered satis-
factory. The provision of housing for the population remains at a low level due to
the inaccessibility of housing for citizens with low and medium incomes, with
housing construction lagging behind the needs of the population.

The modern housing policy of Ukraine is mainly aimed at expanding the
country’s traditional housing programs: the restoration of state and commercial
housing projects, relying on subsidiary mechanisms, which leads to a reduction
in the burden on the budget of low- and middle-income families. In the condi-
tions of an emergency situation, the program platform for providing the popu
lation with housing is being revitalized. However, implementation of the pro-
grams faces a number of obstacles. Identifying issues and enabling the application
of housing programs is becoming an urgent problem.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The issue of providing the
population with housing, including at the expense of preferential programs, is
studied by many authors. V.M. Novikov devoted to these issues the chapter in
the collective monograph «Social infrastructure on the ways of reforming local
government» [5]. O.A. Bilovsky analyzed the main goals and objectives of the
state housing policy, as well as the basic principles and problems of its forma-
tion and implementation [6]. The authors of the monograph [7] devoted it to
the issues of evaluating state programs for the development of housing con-
struction, housing subsidies and their impact on certain aspects of the quality of
life of the population.

Issues of housing provision in Ukraine’s local territories in terms of archi-
tectural-spatial and household arrangement were studied in collective mono-
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graph «Housing conditions of the population: factors, current state and regu-
lation policy» [8] by the team of authors from the Ptoukha Institute for Demog-
raphy and Social Studies of the NAS of Ukraine. Articles on particular issues
of affordable and comfortable housing in Ukraine were written by V. Sarioglo
[7, 9], L. Cherenko [8, 10], M. Ohay [7], G. Tereshchenko [7].

In modern Ukrainian conditions, the issues of housing programs which
take into account state preferences are among the prior ones. Considering the
potential of previous studies, housing programs should be an element of the
state housing policy, with the role of each program defined depending on the
general economic situation and the population’s housing needs.

The purpose of the article. The aim of the article is to systematize prefe-
rential programs within the state housing policy and analyze the capacity of
the most significant mechanisms for their implementation, and identify organi-
zational forms of increasing housing affordability by applying a programmatic
approach.

Research methods. The study of the main forms of preferential financing
of housing programs was carried out on the basis of general scientific methods:
generalization, analysis and systematization. To present the results of the study,
statistical methods are used: groupings, comparisons, tables.

The novelty of the study is in authors’ position on the issue and basic me-
thods of application and implementation of the program approach to increase
housing affordability for the population, in particular, an effective tool for attrac-
ting funds for the local investment projects: bonds of local development funds.

The main results and findings of the study. Creating possibility for the po-
pulation to access affordable housing is an important issue, especially in con-
ditions of military aggression, and preferential housing programs are a re-
levant mechanism for providing affordable housing. IDPs who have been forced
to leave their homes need more than just temporary housing. The possibility of
purchasing a new or rebuilding a damaged home is one of the determining fac-
tors for the return of Ukrainians from abroad. The troops of the Russian Federa-
tion are destroying the homes of the civilian population, entire settlements in
Ukraine. The issue of restoration and compensation for housing damaged or
destroyed as a result of military operations is a separate complex issue that re-
quires a separate thorough study, so this article will consider the main housing
programs and investigate their effectiveness in modern conditions.

Since March 1, 2021, the «Affordable Mortgage 7 %» program was launched
in accordance with the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine No. 28
of January 24, 2020 [11]. The administration of the Program is entrusted to
the Entrepreneurship Development Fund. The implementation mechanism of
the program envisages partial compensation by the state of interest on mortgage
loans up to the maximum favorable for people — 7 % per annum. It is also
possible to use the Fund’s credit guarantees as collateral for mortgage items that
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have not yet been put into operation. At the first stage of the financing of the
Program, it was planned to provide UAH 2 billion with the funds provided for
in the budget. It was planned that 5,000 families will be able to use the Prog-
ram in 2021, and the planned portfolio of mortgage loans in 2021 will amount to
UAH 5 billion. However, despite the institutional innovation aimed at impro-
ving the management of the home lending process, Ukrainian mortgages did
not expand. The volume of bank mortgage lending remains small. During 2021,
21 authorized banks which joined the Program issued loans for the total amount
of almost UAH 1.2 billion under the «Affordable Mortgage 7 %» alone, and
1,370 Ukrainian families took advantage of the Program. From October 2022,
in accordance with the Resolution of the CMU No. 1085 of September 28, 2022
[12], PJSC «Ukrainian Financial Housing Company» («Ukrfinzhitlo») was
involved in the program, so that the new entity would act as an intermediary
between the banks and citizens, so that citizens could take out mortgage loans
against financial collateral — 7 %. «Ukrfinzhitlo» should provide mass mort-
gage lending through authorized banks. The institution will provide funds to
banks at 3 % per annum, and they will issue loans to borrowers at 7 %. For cer-
tain social categories (military personnel, doctors, teachers), part of the in-
terest rate will be compensated by the Entrepreneurship Development Fund.
Thus, instead of 7 %, they will pay only 3 %.

Starting from January 1, 2023, in accordance with the Resolution of the
Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine No. 1397 of December 16, 2022 [13], compen-
sation of part of the interest rate on loans is carried out by the private joint-
stock company «Ukrainian Financial Housing Company».

Since October 2022, the state program of affordable mortgage lending
(eOselya) has started to work, according to which certain categories of citizens
can get a mortgage loan on preferential terms at 3 % or 7 % per annum. In
order to implement this program, the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine appro-
ved a resolution on the joining of the State Mortgage Institution to PJSC «Uk-
rainian Financial Housing Company» (Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers
of Ukraine No. 945 of September 8, 2021 [14]). The basic conditions for pro-
vision of affordable mortgage lending to citizens of Ukraine by «Ukrfinzhitlo»
were approved by Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine No. 856 of
August 2, 2022 [15]. The «eOselya» program is implemented by the Ministry of
Economy of Ukraine together with the Ministry of Digital Transformation and
«Ukrfinzhitlo». The program is designed for four categories of citizens: military
personnel under contract and employees of the security and defense sector; me-
dical workers; teachers and teaching staff; scientists. The mortgage term is up
to 20 years. The minimum down payment is 20 % of the cost of housing. Emp-
loyers of the specified four categories will have the opportunity for compensa-
tion of the initial contribution and parts of the loan at the expense of budget
programs. The amount of compensation depends on years of service. The pro-
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gram is also available for other categories — combatants, veterans, IDPs, other
citizens, the mortgage rate is 7 %.

The positive aspect of the «Affordable Mortgage» program is that, thanks
to it, it is possible to create conditions for a partial reduction of the housing de-
ficit and thereby motivate Ukrainian citizens who have lost their living space to
return from emigration.

In modern conditions of uncertainty, the implementation of the program
has certain limitations. The compensation mechanism for housing destroyed as
a result of military actions, which was mortgaged in the bank, is not defined. As
a result, banks’ non-performing loans are growing. Potentially further issuance
of mortgage-backed loans, but without the prospect of compensation, could in-
crease the number of these non-performing loans. The problem for resuming
mortgage lending is also the unavailability of mortgage insurance in conditions
of high war risks.

Since February 2022, most commercial banks have partially or completely
closed their own mortgage programs, as well as joint mortgage programs with
developers. This is also true for banks that were participants in the state prog-
ram for mortgage loans at 7%. The main reasons for the curtailment of mortga-
ge lending were the high risks of an increase in the volume of war-damaged
property that can be purchased as a mortgage, a significant increase in the NBU
discount rate, which potentially increases the borrower’s interest payments to
30—35 % per annum, as well as inflation processes.

Housing for financial leasing (rent with purchase). The program «Housing
for financial leasing» is planned to be defined as a flagship program for provi-
ding housing to civil servants and internally displaced persons and to be exten-
ded to other categories of citizens. International experience shows that integrated
credit and rental housing markets, in which there are no administrative barriers
between the profit and non-profit sectors, successfully provide access to housing
for different categories of the population. As the share of the public rental housing
sector in the housing stock increases, it will compete successfully with the for-
profit sector and have an indirect effect on it in terms of the quality, terms and
prices of housing leasing.

International experience and survey results show that, in the absence of
tax and other economic incentives for ownership, housing leasing can be an effec-
tive way to provide housing for a significant number of households. To ensure its
use, it is recommended to adopt amendments to the Tax Code.

The Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine, on the initiative of the Ministry of
Internal Affairs of Ukraine, adopted the relevant Procedure, approved by Reso-
lution No. 1201 of November 14, 2018 [15], for the National Police and rescuers
of the State Emergency Service accepting the proposals of the State Security Ser-
vice. Over the past year and a half, 2,235 families of policemen and rescuers were
provided with apartments under the terms of financial leasing with compensa-

tion of part of the leasing payments at the expense of the Ministry of Internal
Affairs of Ukraine. To date, more than 13,000 families have already given con-
sent to receive housing under the terms of financial leasing and are waiting for
funding from the state.

This program operates throughout the territory of Ukraine: 78 % of pur-
chased housing is located in regional centers, 22 % — in other settlements.
The average leasing rate for the portfolio of housing leased was 8.6 %.

The existing positive feedback on the results of the implementation of the
new mechanism «Housing for financial leasing» by the Department of Com-
munications of the Ministry of Internal Affairs indicates the need to extend
the implementation of Resolution No. 1201 and extend this mechanism to other
state structures. State Mortgage Institution sent an appeal to the Government
and provided the necessary justifications regarding the use of this mechanism
to provide housing for civil servants, military personnel, in particular military
personnel of the Ministry of Defense, the Security Service of Ukraine, the Na-
tional Guard of Ukraine, doctors of the Ministry of Health and teachers of the
Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine and other categories of employees,
such as employees who receive wages (cash support) at the expense of state or
local budget funds, including internally displaced persons.

Funds for the implementation of this program by the State Mortgage Insti-
tution were raised on the domestic securities market through the issuance of
bonds guaranteed by the Government of Ukraine.

Financing of housing construction (and completion of unfinished housing). Re-
storation of the «Financing of housing construction (addition)» program, accor-
ding to which apartments will be completed and purchased on transparent terms
for the implementation of mortgage lending and financial leasing programs. To
reduce the cost of built housing, it is planned to attract external borrowings.

The development program proposes to reduce to 30 % the share of received
state guarantees in the implementation of internal borrowing by the The State
Mortgage Institution. The founder’s recapitalization will ensure compliance
with the prudential requirements of the financial services regulator and the
requirements of investors (creditors) regarding the adequacy of own capital.
Recapitalization is a necessity for the development of the The State Mortgage
Institution and the restoration of liquidity. Recapitalization also provides an op-
portunity to reduce interest rates on mortgage loans and rewards for obtaining
housing under financial leasing for citizens.

Implementation of state housing programs is also carried out through the
State specialized financial institution «State Fund for Support of Youth Housing
Construction» (SFYH), established in 1994. This institution implements various
mechanisms of state support for citizens in purchasing their own housing.
SEFYH has regional offices in all regions of Ukraine, through which it ensures
the implementation of state and local programs for the construction and pur-
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chase of housing and is the executor of more than 126 local housing programs
in all regions of Ukraine.

Housing programs implemented by SFYH are carried out in the following
directions:

e youth lending program at the expense of the fund’s own funds (autho-
rized capital);

e lending program for internally displaced persons, participants of ATO /
OUF for the purchase of housing;

e lending project «Housing for internally displaced persons» through a
grant provided by the Government of Germany through the KfW bank.

At the service of SFYH there are contracts for previously issued loans for
programs, which are not currently financed from the State Budget:

e credit contracts on the provision of preferential long-term loans to young
families and single young citizens;

e contracts on reducing the cost of mortgage loans to provide affordable
housing for citizens who need to improve their housing conditions;

e contracts on providing partial compensation of the interest rate on
commercial bank loans granted for the construction or purchase of housing;

e credit contracts with condominiums and enterprises working in housing
and utility services;

e affordable housing.

In wartime circumstances, most of the programs administered by the
SEFYH are currently not funded. However, the Fund continues to work and use
all available opportunities to offer Ukrainian families permanent solutions to
the housing issue.

Credit at the expense of the authorized capital of the SFYH. The procedure for
providing long-term preferential loans at 7 % per annum for the construction
(reconstruction) and purchase of housing to young families and single young
citizens at the expense of the authorized capital of SFYH, is regulated by the
Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine No. 488 of May 11, 2011 [21].

Table 1 provides information on the dynamics of granting preferential
loans to young families at the expense of the authorized capital of the specia-
lized financial institution the SFYH for a long period from 2009 to 2022. Analysis
of the data in the table shows that during 2009—2022, the volume of financial
resources for providing loans to young families increased, while investments in
the construction of residential space decreased. In 2022, the housing needs of
young people are financed in the amount of UAH 57,948 thousand, which is
almost 2 times more than in 2009. At the same time, investments in housing
construction decreased by 20.0 %. To some extent, this situation developed as a
result of the inflationary factor, due to which the real amount of financing of
preferential loans to young families was lower than in 2009. The inflationary
component in preferential loan financing was 70 %.
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In general, the investment of the preferential youth lending program is
meager. The program invested in 77.2 thousand square meters over thirteen
years (2009—2022), which is 0.08 % of the total residential area of buildings
put into operation during the specified period.

Lending to IDPs and participants of the ATO / OUF. The procedure for the
use of state budget funds, approved by Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine No. 980 of November 27, 2019 [22], provided for the provision of pre-
ferential long-term state loans to internally displaced persons, participants in
the anti-terrorist operation (ATO) and / or participants in the operation of the
United Forces (OUF) for the purchase of housing. Information on the imple-
mentation of the said resolution is given in Table 2.

The analysis of the Table 2 shows the regressive dynamics of providing loans
for internally displaced persons and participants in hostilities. The number of
contracts from 2019 to 2022 for internally displaced persons and participants of
ATO / OUF decreased tenfold. In the last reporting year of 2022, both categories of
citizens concluded 14 contracts. This is a small number of contracts, considering
that, according to the Ministry of Social Policy of Ukraine, the number of offi-
cially registered internally displaced persons in the country reaches 4.85 million.

The number of ATO / OUF participants is more than 400,000. In fact, in
2022, the number of contracts concluded with them amounted to 0.002 %. These

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data indicate that the dynamics of lending indicators for IDPs and ATO parti-
cipants are deteriorating.

Affordable housing. The program for providing state support for the con-
struction (purchase) of affordable housing was improved in accordance with Re-
solution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine No. 819 of October 10, 2018 [19],
with changes approved by Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine
No. 895 of October 28, 2019 [20]. However, the main terms of the «Affordable
Housing» program have remained unchanged, it provides for the provision of
state support, which consists of payment from the state and / or local budget:

30 % of the cost of construction (purchase) of affordable housing;

® 50 % of the cost of construction (purchase) of affordable housing for ci-
tizens who are subject to the Law of Ukraine «On the Status of War Veterans,
Guarantees of Their Social Protection» [21];

® 50 % of the cost of construction (purchase) of affordable housing and / or pre-
ferential mortgage housing credit for citizens who are subject to the Law of Uk-
raine «On Ensuring the Rights and Freedoms of Internally Displaced Persons» [22].

The provision of support under local affordable housing programs may be
determined by special conditions established by current regulations issued by
state authorities of the relevant region.

The dynamics of the indicators in Table 3 indicate, firstly, the social instabi-
lity of the «Affordable Housing» program and its inability to meet the national
tasks of contributing to the provision of housing to the population in modern
crisis conditions. Secondly, it demonstrates the institutional devaluation of the
program’s funding sources: the leading role of the state budget as the main factor
of state support for housing construction is violated. In 2015, 2016, 2020 and

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2021, the affordable housing program was not supported from the state budget.
Local budgets, which are mostly in deficit, are unable to replace state support for
housing financing. The «Affordable Housing» program currently is not funded.

Preferential youth loans. The procedure for providing preferential long-term
loans to young families and single young citizens for the construction (recon-
struction) or purchase of housing at the expense of the state budget is regulated
by the provision approved by Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Uk-
raine No. 584 of May 29, 2001 [23]. As for local programs, each of them can
determine special conditions for residents of the respective region.

Information on the implementation of preferential youth lending program
is presented in Table 4. An analytical review of this table shows that the main
source of funding for loans to young families is local budgets. From 1998 to 2021,
UAH 955,805.2 thousand were allocated from the state budget for the imple-
mentation of the said program. From local budgets — UAH 1,352,115.4 thou-
sand, respectively, that is 1.41 times higher. Since 2015, the program of provi-
ding soft loans to young families for the construction (purchase) of housing at
the expense of the state budget has not been financed at all. The third source of
providing preferential loans to young families for the construction (purchase) of

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housing is the own funds (authorized capital) of the State Housing Fund. Since
2009, the fund’s own funds have amounted to UAH 611,181.3 thousand.

An analysis of the social activities of the SFYH shows that the decrease in
funding from the state budget reduces the effectiveness of the soft loans prog-
ram. For the period 1998-2008, the average annual growth rates of loans and in-
vested housing were 1.0476 and 1.0486, respectively. That is, the rate of housing
construction (thd sq meters) was higher than the rate of granting loans. From
2010 to 2021, those indicators were 1.022 and 1.014, respectively. In fact, the
indicators of invested housing (thd sq meters) were inferior to the indicators

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of the number of loans granted, that is, the responsibility for the realization of
housing at the expense of the state budget was higher than at the expense of lo-
cal budgets. In the long run, deprivation of funding from the state budget will
have a negative impact on young people who have access to housing.

Reduction in the cost of mortgage loans. Since May 2012, Ukraine has been
operating a program to reduce the cost of mortgage loans to provide affordable
housing for citizens who need to improve their housing conditions. The imple-
mentation mechanism of this program is regulated by the Procedure for redu-
cing the cost of mortgage loans to provide affordable housing for citizens who
need to improve their housing conditions, approved by Resolution of the Cabi-
net of Ministers of Ukraine No. 343 of April 25, 2012 [24].

The essence of the program is to reduce the cost of mortgage loans for the
specified citizens, through state reimbursement of part of the interest on bank
loans received for the construction or purchase of housing in new buildings. That
is, a citizen who has become a participant in the program will be able to get a
mortgage loan from a bank, for which they will actually have to pay 3 % annual
interest, the rest will be compensated by the state.

The direct terms of lending are established by the internal rules of com-
mercial banks, and they have the final say in the decision on issuance.

The term of crediting and partial compensation is up to 15 years from the
moment of conclusion of the contract. The interest rate is no more than 16 %,
the borrower’s mandatory own contribution is determined by the internal rules
of banks, but no more than 25 % of the loan amount. The maximum amount
of the loan should not exceed the derivative of the normative area and the esti-
mated value. The monthly loan payment, including compensation, should not
exceed 40 % of the total family income. Objects for participation in this program
are approved by the decision of the Interdepartmental Commission.

However, the strong social potential of the program has not been used since
2015 for objective reasons. During the period of the program implementation
in 2012—2014, 3557 contracts were concluded (1233 — in 2012, 2154 — in 2013,
170 — in 2014) in the amount of UAH 826.4 million (UAH 285.4 million in 2012,
500.9 — in 2013, 40 — in 2014). The involvement of bank resources was not
observed during 2015—2021, as well as the conclusion of new contracts. In fact,
the program to reduce the cost of mortgage loans for providing citizens with
housing was not financed.

Partial compensation. According to the resolution of the CMU No. 853 of
June 4, 2003, expenses for partial compensation of the interest rate on loans from
commercial banks to young families and single young citizens for the construc-
tion (reconstruction) and purchase of housing are provided for only under pre-
viously concluded credit agreements on loans granted by selected commercial
banks to young families and single young citizens for the construction (recon-
struction) and purchase of housing.
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This program also did not reach a wide range of recipients. During the 5-year
period of program implementation (2003—2008) the number of concluded
agreements was 17885 only, for the amount of UAH 2040,4 million. During
2009—2021 only compensation payments were made under previously conclu-
ded agreements.

Lending for condominiums. The state specialized financial institution «State
Fund for Support of Youth Housing Construction» carries out targeted alloca-
tion of funds provided for in the state budget for preferential lending to legal en-
tities, including associations of co-owners of multi-apartment buildings, for re-
construction, major and routine repair of housing and utility facilities in accor-
dance with the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine No. 599 of
May 31, 2012 [25]. The program is currently not funded.

The review of the compensatory housing policy of the country shows a gra-
dual decrease in its social importance in the financial support of the population
to obtain affordable housing. To improve the situation, it would be advisable to
strengthen the role of budget sources as a basic element of assistance in order to
stimulate lower-level budgets to increase their contribution to programs for pro-
viding housing to the population. Combining state housing models, norms and
value guidelines will allow more effective coordination of mortgage assistance
processes within the framework of public-private partnership.

The military actions had a critical negative impact not only on preferen-
tial programs for providing the population with housing, but also on mort-
gage lending through the banking system. As was said above, since February
2022, most commercial banks have partially or completely closed their own
mortgage programs, as well as joint mortgage programs with developers,
which is also true for commercial banks participating in the state loan pro-
gram at 7 % per annum. Although the Ukrainian banking system is adapting
to wartime challenges, mortgage loans are not getting priority. The results of
self-assessment by banks of their own mortgage portfolios show that in 2022
only five commercial banks provided mortgage loans. In March and April, no
loans were granted at all. In the next three months (June-August), 15 mort-
gage loans were issued, 14 of which were for the purchase of housing at the
secondary market, where the weighted average loan rate is lower compared to
the primary market (Table 5).

From the point of view of the conducted analysis, the trend of destruction
of the existing model of housing policy, based mainly on the monetary income
of households, as a source of housing affordability for the majority of the popu-
lation, can be seen.

High profitability and high risks are characteristic of the field of housing
construction. The mortgage lending market is dominated by the five most active
banks, which conclude 90 % of new deals. This state of affairs indicates a high
level of concentration of the real estate market in Ukraine and its inability to
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provide favorable conditions of competition for the majority of functional
agents of housing construction and distribution.

Specially for the needs of territorial communities, with the possibility of
its use by several communities at the same time, a new tool for attracting
funds for the implementation of local investment projects is offered — bonds of
local development funds. Unlike local loan bonds, where issuers can only be city
councils, regional, district, settlement and village councils can also make de-
cisions on issuing local development fund bonds.

According to the international classification, bonds of local development
funds belong to infrastructure bonds. World experience includes many examples
of the effective use of infrastructure bonds for the restoration and construction
of not only housing, but also roads, power grids, utility and social facilities. The
issuers of such bonds are state development banks, specialized state agencies
and commercial banks, but the most common is the practice of issuance by local
self-government bodies, including through specially created funds. It is proposed
to implement this practice in Ukraine.

Bonds of local development funds differ from corporate bonds and local
loan bonds in the following parameter: purposeful use of borrowed funds.
Funds from the placement (sale) of bonds to investors can be used only for re-
sidential construction and reconstruction, designed to meet the needs of terri-
torial communities.

The draft Law of Ukraine «On Bonds of Local Development Funds» [24]
proposes to use the most common settlement mechanism in Europe, which
provides for the participation of the bank at the local level in financing the
construction of housing and other infrastructure facilities. The bank, financing
construction at the expense of funds deposited in escrow accounts of future
home owners or issuing a loan, checks documents and monitors the intended
use of funds. Such a requirement, for example, is enshrined in the legislation of
Germany, Poland, Italy and France [28].

General European practice can be used in cases of destroyed or damaged
housing. By analogy with the mentioned mechanism of restoration or major re-
pair of housing, a mechanism is provided when banks act as escrow agents that
protect the interests of affected property owners. The procedure by which the
developer can dispose of the funds of real estate owners comes into force only if
certain conditions are met, in particular, the developer fulfills their obligations. In
this case, the bank pays out the funds in tranches, which significantly reduces the
risks associated with the violation of the construction and installation work plan.

The use of Ukrainian banks as escrow agents will prevent corruption and
theft thanks to independent control and increase the volume of construction,
which will be based on financing, the source of which will be deposited com-
pensation funds and mortgages. Also, the quality will increase and the terms of
construction and repair will be shortened due to increased competition in the
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industry, a new commission service. In the future, mortgage credit risks can
be minimized thanks to the continuation of the practice of subsidizing interest
by the government [31].

It can be considered promising to determine the indicative cost per square
meter of housing, which is established taking into account the structural features
of the building, its geographical location, the official exchange rate of foreign
currency, as well as changes in the price situation on the market of basic buil-
ding materials and other essential components of the cost of construction. Such
an approach, as noted by specialists, does not require a complex and expensive
evaluation procedure. Only in the case of major repairs, it will be necessary to
professionally assess the percentage of damage affecting the total cost of housing.

The development of bank financing of housing construction through the
use of mortgage lending mechanisms involves the introduction of a number of
innovations. These include improving interest rate management. Banks should
be able to set moderate fixed rates through the use of hedging tools inherent in
the mortgage securities market: opening deals in one of the prospective markets
to offset the impact of price risks in non-competitive markets. This means
expanding the limits of attracting financial funds by issuing mortgage securities.

A necessary step should be the creation of conditions for banks to preserve
the capital of the mortgage loan portfolio or to partially relieve pressure on ca-
pital with the help of mortgage bond issues and securitization programs, which
are actively used by banks all over the world, except in Ukraine.

It is critically important to develop long-term mortgages by expanding
the circulation of mortgage bonds — the main tool for attracting long-term cre-
dit resources from the securities market. This will contribute to the diversification
of involved internal institutions by engaging pension funds and insurance com-
panies. In addition, there will be incentives for the development of mortgages
due to the inclusion of mortgage bonds in the refinancing instruments of the
NBU, as is done in the rest of the central banks for economic growth. Mortgage-
backed securities can also help attract foreign investment in the housing sector.

The evolution of practical models of affordable housing depends on the ar-
rangement of relationships between the process of building residential objects
and determining the price of land for development. Currently, as a result of
the lack of a unified legal regime for the construction and sale of houses without
taking into account the value of land plots that belong to local communities
and are provided free of charge for development, there are numerous problems
with determining the developer’s rights not only to the share of land surrounding
the house, but also to the apartments themselves in an erected house. Therefore,
the determination of the cadastral price of the plot of land, which extends un-
der residential construction, can remove the acute unresolved issues of owner-
ship of the constructed house and attract a certain amount of money for the
restoration of worn-out utility networks that lie under the new building.
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Summarizing the measures related to the evolution of the implementation
of affordable housing programs, we stated the necessity to improve management
of standard risks arising in the sphere of banking activities, in particular credit
risks, capital formation, mortgage interest rates and liquidity.

Conclusions. Housing construction has slowed down in Ukraine in re-
cent years. For the period 2000—2015, the index of the average annual rate of
commissioning of housing was 1.25, then during 2018—2021 it was 1.095.
This situation is explained by a number of circumstances. The pandemic and
related quarantine restrictions have had a noticeable impact on construction.
The military actions destroyed buildings and entire settlements. The primary
real estate market remains unregulated and opaque, which creates risks for
both private investors and bank lenders. There are more and more deceived
persons. Meanwhile, the growth potential of mortgage lending was observed.
During 2020, the weighted average effective interest rate on new mortgage
loans decreased. According to bank data, in December 2020, the average
mortgage loan rate on the secondary market was 14 % (20.6 % in December
2019), 16.9 % on the primary market (21.5 % in December 2019). However,
this growth occurred on a very low statistical base. In Ukraine, the ratio of the
mortgage portfolio to GDP is significantly inferior and measures 0.3 %.
Meanwhile, in post-socialist countries it is much higher: in Moldova — 3.9 %,
Hungary — 8.6, Bulgaria — 10.6, Poland — 21.8 %, etc. In Central and West-
ern European countries, this indicator equals 33.3 % in Austria, 43.5 in Ger-
many, 54.9 % in France.

The low level of attracting mortgage loans is a consequence of the limited
income of the population. If it is kept at the current level, the further reduction
of mortgage loan rates will not lead to a significant increase in the level of hou-
sing affordability. Mortgage loans are used by households with an income of at
least UAH 50 thousand. It is possible to increase the number of citizens who have
affordable housing with the help of traditional and new for Ukraine preferential
housing policy program tools. The article analyzes the functioning of ten prog-
rams that operate on the basis of a combination of profitable and non-profit
principles and the formal absence of administrative barriers between mecha-
nisms for attracting financial resources to ensure access to housing for different
categories of the population. Meanwhile, during the formation and implemen-
tation of preferential programs, discrepancies arise between the sources of their
financing, which come from the state, municipal and departmental budgets.
When evaluating the effectiveness of their synergy, priority should be given to
resources coming from local budgets.

Specially for the needs of territorial communities, with the possibility of
its use by several communities at the same time, a new tool for attracting
funds for the implementation of local investment projects is offered — bonds of
local development funds. Unlike local loan bonds, where issuers can only be city
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councils, regional, district, settlement and village councils can also make deci-
sions on issuing local development fund bonds.

It is proposed to use the most common settlement mechanism in Europe,
which involves the participation of the bank at the local level in financing the
construction of housing and other infrastructure facilities. Banks act as escrow
agents that protect the interests of future property owners. Using Ukrainian
banks as escrow agents will prevent corruption and theft thanks to indepen-
dent control.

Proposals have been made for compensation in the territorial communities
for damage and destruction of real estate as a result of hostilities. The com-
pensation need to be comprehensive and should cover the entire house, outbuil-
dings, utility networks and facilities for the provision of utility services, local self-
government, business, landscaping, etc. Neglecting the integrity of the housing
reconstruction process will leave most of the questions unanswered.

In this regard, it is important to envisage and define a number of urgent
measures: the procedure for accounting and compensation for losses of com-
munal and private economic infrastructure (non-residential real estate); the list
of powers of local self-government bodies to implement the financing proce-
dure; to grant military and military-civilian administrations of settlements (com-
munities) powers similar to the powers of local self-government bodies; to re-
gulate the procedure for the creation and operation of commissions of local
self-government bodies for consideration of issues regarding the provision of
compensation, as well as the mechanism of compensation for the cost of des-
troyed / damaged property in multi-apartment buildings; the compensation
mechanism for the cost of destroyed / damaged property in multi-apartment
buildings belonging in part to communal, state property, of non-residential
premises being a private property, as well as in the case when the owners, for
various reasons, did not apply for compensation for damages; the procedure for
exercising the right to compensation by persons who are abroad, undergoing
treatment, performing military service, have disappeared, are elderly or minors,
as well as by legal entities whose activities have been suspended (condominiums,
small businesses, local community organizations in the event of formation of
military administrations); sources of financing the activities of local budgets, pri-
marily through the tax mechanism.

The gradual strengthening of control over the financing of construction
works should stop the emergence of corruption risks, which lead to abuses and
decrease the quality of capital investments.

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INNOVATIVE ASPECTS OF MULTI-SUBJECT
GOVERNANCE IN SOCIAL PROTECTION PROGRAMS

The article is devoted to the search for innovative ways of updating the management mecha-
nisms of social protection programs. The theoretical basis for substantiating the management
model as a whole is an interdisciplinary theoretical-methodological basis, founded on the
fundamental tenets of the concepts of social protection, social justice, social involvement, as
well as high-level management theories (governance theories). The hypothesis of the research,
which became the reason for writing this article, was the assumption that the complexity and
multidimensionality of the social sphere needs to be provided by an appropriate multidimen-
sional model of management. It is this kind of multidimensional (or multi-subject) manage-
ment, using modern innovative approaches, that seems to give advantages and increase the
effectiveness of social programs. The purpose of this article is to develop methodological
principles for building an innovative model of social program implementation, based on the
principles of multi-subject management, aimed at achieving a balanced distribution of po-
wers and responsibilities of interested subjects of various levels and their inclusive interaction.
To substantiate the main theses and conclusions of the article, a complex of analytical me-
thods was used, including synthesis and analysis of available sources of information, logical
framework analysis of problems and their possible solutions, the method of comparisons and
analogies for adapting existing experience to real conditions in Ukraine. As examples of suc-
cessful implementation of social programs and projects based on multi-subject management,
the experience of implementation of EU programs, as well as the relevant experience of some
countries of North and South America, was used. The article offers the author’s interpretation
of the essence of multi-subject management in the field of social protection and develops its
basic three-dimensional model. The analysis of many sources of information made it possible
to propose general innovative mechanisms for implementing the principles of multi-level ma-
nagement, namely those related to the information support of the management process. Based
on the assessment of the current situation on the labor market of Ukraine, the prospects for
its development, a set of expected problems that will need to be solved is formulated and a list
of specific measures and mechanisms is proposed that will ensure the effective interaction of
various management entities in the process of implementing support programs for the unem-
ployed and individuals who are looking for work. Particular emphasis is placed on the aspects
of inclusive management, and in this regard, proposals regarding the mechanism of involving
the unemployed and employers in the management process are considered in more detail.

SOCIAL PROTECTION OF THE POPULATION
IN THE CONTEXT OF ARMED AGGRESSION, POST-WAR RECOVERY,
AND EUROPEAN INTEGRATION OF UKRAINE

The world’s economic, social and political conditions are constantly changing, so the social
protection system must be flexible, adaptive and take into account new challenges and trends,
introduce innovations, and improve its efficiency to ensure stable and equitable development
of society. For independent Ukraine, social protection is a relatively new social institution.
Today, the system of legal regulation of social protection in Ukraine is established, but it is
quite complex and includes a wide range of legislative acts. The purpose of this research is
to summarize scientific findings and analyze the legal framework for the efficient functio-
ning of the institution of social protection of the population in modern conditions, and to
substantiate the government policy of building a model of national social policy of Ukraine
which conforms to the principles and meets the standards of the European Union’s social
policy. The novelty of the work lies in the further development of approaches to studying
the theoretical aspects of social protection. The research is based on the data of the State
Statistics Service of Ukraine, expert opinions, and open source information. The methods of
measurement, grouping, comparative analysis, induction, deduction and generalization, etc.
are used in the research. The article examines the concept of social protection in Ukraine as
a system, defines the hierarchical levels of its legal regulation. The authors identify and
characterize the specific functions of social protection which most fully reflect the essence of
the country’s socio-economic life. Based on the analysis of the legal framework, the authors
characterize the main state social guarantees for citizens and their dynamics. Conside-
rable attention is given to the role of social protection in the context of military aggression,
and the government’s involvement in solving urgent problems is outlined. In addition,
the authors analyze the government’s policy on the necessity of introducing a new model of
social policy that would conform to the principles and meet the standards of the European
Union’s social policy.

TO SUPPORT THE SUCCESS OF QUALITY

VILLAGE PROGRAMS IN EAST JAVA
(Study of Malang City and Tuban District)

The Quality Family Village Program (Kampung Keluarga Berkualitas / KB) is one of the go-
vernments programs to address population problems and other problems involving the integ-
ration of population programs, family planning, family development (Bangga Kencana), and
development of other sectors in order to improve people’s quality of life. However, to ensure
that the implementation of the Quality Family Village Program is successful, cooperation
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between all stakeholders is needed, including family planning village cadres, government
officials, and the community. This study examines how the government apparatus synergizies
with field-level officers. In order to find out how successful the implementation of KB Village is
in districts / cities, it is necessary to evaluate and monitor the formation and implementation
of Family Planning Village that are already underway in each district / city, whether the pro-
gram has synergy in the field, which is the purpose of the article. This research is an evaluative
study with data collection carried out through quantitative and qualitative approaches. This
study was conducted using an evaluative method with a descriptive exploratory design to see
the synergy of the success of KB Villages. The informants in this study were provincial and dis-
trict SKPD KB, Head of SKPD, Partners: Health Office, National Education Office, Social
Service, manpower and transmigration agencies, Bapemas, Ministry of Religion, Cooperative
Office, Industry and Trade Office, heads of districts, KUA, Head of Public Health Center, related
sectors at sub-district level, PLKB, midwives, village heads, welfare services, heads of PKK / rel-
evant sectors, BPD, LPMD, Toga/Toma (RW / Kasun), PPKBD / Sub PPKBD, Cadres & Families.
The research results are the success factors in developing Quality Family Villages to improve
the Bangga Kencana program and other related programs, namely policies and commitments as
well as financial support from the Regent / Mayor, the cohesiveness of government officials
with the synergy of all existing works units. Referring to the success indicators of KB Village,
hopefully, the regency and city POKJA (working team) will further strengthen the understan-
ding and contribution of each cross-sectoral OPD in supporting the success of KB Village.
Furthermore, there is a need for periodic and integrated monitoring and evaluation for the con-
tinuity of the KB Village program.

Introduction. The 2017 Indonesia Demographic and Health Survey (IDHS)
results show that the total fertility rate (TFR) is stagnant at 2.6 children per
woman. Apart from IDHS, another survey that measures TFR annually is the
program performance indicator survey. Based on a survey of the performance
of the Bangga Kencana program in 2022, Indonesia’s TFR is 2.21 children per
woman. Likewise, with participation in family planning (Contraceptive Pre-
valence Rate), there has been an increase in the use of modern contraceptives.
However, the increase in the last decade has been quite slow. The use of modern
contraceptives increased from 47 % (1991 IDHS) to 54.7 % (1997 IDHS), 56.7 %
(2002/3 IDHS), 57.4 % (2007 IDHS), and 57.9 % (2012 IDHS). The percentage
of contraceptive use among Couples of Reproductive Age mCPR in 2022 based
on new siga data is 62.54 %.

Some problems that need special attention include the stagnation of pro-
gram achievements and the weakening implementation of the Bangga Kencana
program in the field. Based on the evaluation results of the program’s activities
and achievements, several strategic innovations were formulated to strengthen
the Bangga Kencana program, especially in the form of priority activities that
have the leverage to achieve the set targets/goals and expand the scope of Bangga
Kencana work at all regional levels.

As the step to strengthen the Bangga Kencana program, the President of
the Republic of Indonesia has mandated that National Family Planning Coor-
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dinating Agency be able to develop an activity / program that can strengthen
efforts to achieve the targets / goals of Development in the Field of Population
Control and Family Planning, can become an icon of National Family Planning
Coordinating Agency and can directly come in contact with and provide benefits
to the communities of Indonesia at all regional levels. In this case, it was agreed
that the National Family Planning Coordinating Agency could immediately form
a Quality Family Village.

Relevance of research. Quality Family Village (Kampung Keluarga Berkuali-
tas / KB) is one of the strategic innovations to fully implement the priority acti-
vities of the Bangga Kencana program in the field. KB Village is a form / miniatu-
re model of the comprehensive implementation of the Bangga Kencana program
as a whole, which involves all fields within the National Family Planning Coor-
dinating Agency activities and synergizes with ministries / institutions, work
partners, and relevant agency stakeholders with regard to the needs and con-
ditions of the region, and is implemented at the lowest level of government (ac-
cording to the prerequisites for determining the location of the quality family
villages in all regencies and cities in the province of East Java).

The purpose of the article. In order to find out how successful the im-
plementation of Quality Family Village is in districts / cities, it is necessary to
evaluate and monitor the formation and implementation of Family Planning
Village that are already underway in each district / city, whether the program has
synergy in the field.

Scientific novelty. Based on the results of research conducted by Rochaeni
& Christianingsih (2022) regarding the implementation of the Family Planning
Village Program Policy in Arjasari District, Bandung Regency, the support of
the political elite is good, the response, understanding, and serious attitude of
implementing agents are already good but need to be improved (Dewi, 2020)
researched the synergy of Gampung cadres and apparatus in implementing qua-
lity family village in Aceh in 2020, resulting in the synergy between cadres
and government officials working together and helping each other. From the re-
search results above, the program’s synergy and support from the political elite
in quality family village are quite good. Research conducted by Rahmat & R
(2020) shows that the implementation of the quality family village policy by the
Tasikmalaya Regency Health and Population Control Service has yet to achieve
its goals. Inhibiting factors in achieving the success of the quality family village
program in Tasikmalaya district include the need for more involvement of the
family and community environment, as well as support for infrastructure and
adequate budgets to implement the various programs contained in the Quality
Family Village.

Research methods. This study was conducted using an evaluative method
with a descriptive exploratory design to see the synergy of the success of Quali-
ty Family Villages. Meanwhile, provincial and district level I SPKD family
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planning informants; cross-sectoral agencies: Health Service, Education Service,
Population Service, Labor and Civil Registry Office, Industry and Trade Service,
Social Service, Cooperative Service, as well as religious leaders, community lea-
ders (RT / RW), cadres, family planning officers (midwives, PLKB / PKB) and
village heads, BPD were engaged. Method of data collection: in-depth interviews
with interview guideline instruments and FGDs for families who have or have
not had quality family and coaching group activities BKB, BKR, BKL, PIK / R /
M, and UPPKS. The time frame of this research is February— April 2023.

Data collection was carried out in Tuban Regency from October 30 to
November 3, 2017, starting with coordination with the head of the OPDKB of
Tuban Regency, followed by interviews with environmental divisions of the
PODKB of Tuban Regency and related cross-sectoral agencies which contribu-
ted to the KB village area in Bancan District, Bulumeduro Village. On November
2, a seminar on interim results was held for all PKB and PKB Coordinators in
KB village areas as well as on one line R/ R socialization data for KB villages
from the East Java BKKBN representative area.

For Malang City, data collection was carried out from 6 to 10 November 2017
in Kedung Kandang District, Kota Lama Village, which began with a report
and coordination from the head of the Malang City KB OPD, followed by inter-
views with the heads of each division, then with the cross-sectoral offices that
participated in making the program a success in the KB village area in Kota Lama
sub-district RW 08. The interim results presentation was held on November 7,
2017, attended by all PKBs from Malang City.

The quality family village program started when it was launched by President
Joko Widodo on January 14, 2016. Since then KB Villages continues to grow ra-
pidly. The enthusiasm for forming and establishing family planning villages
throughout the archipelago has resulted in hundreds of family planning villages.

Analysis of recent research and publications.

In the Big Indonesian Dictionary, synergy is defined as a collaboration
between people or organizations whose overall results are greater than the
sum achieved if each works alone.

Synergy is the power to combine perspectives, resources, and expertise
from a group of people or an organization. This concept refers to an article writ-
ten by Triana Rahmawati et al. (Rahmawati et al., 2014) entitled «Stakeholders
synergy in regional innovation (Study on a Week Program in Probolinggo City
(SEMIPRO))», which argues that synergy can be understood as a joint opera-
tion or combination of elements to produce better output. In his research,
Dwinugraha (2017) also explained that synergy could be built through commu-
nication and coordination.

The concept of synergy has something in common with the concept of col-
laboration. According to Apriono (2019), collaboration is an essential aspect of
personality and needs to be possessed by everyone in social life in society.
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Another definition of synergy comes from literal understanding of the word
synergy, which means cooperation. According to the Big Indonesian Dictionary,
synergy means joint activities or operations. In the book «Synergy Trap», Slower
put forward the basics of synergy consisting of strategic vision, cultural strategy,
power and culture, and initial investment to get rewards. Meanwhile, according
to Sri Najiyati & Slamet Rahmat Topo Susilo (2011), synergy is also a combi-
nation or part of elements that can produce better output with the stakeholders.

Based on some concepts above, synergy can be interpreted as a collaboration
process between several people or organizations to combine their perspectives,
resources, and expertise, oriented to common results and common goals, and
produce something greater than each other had attempted. In the synergy pro-
cess, a third alternative can be developed as part of the process.

Quality Family Villages is the idea of the President of the Republic of In-
donesia as a national development effort that focuses on development at the lo-
west level in villages. The Quality Family Village, launched by the President on
January 14, 2016, is one of the National Family Planning Coordinating Agency
(BKKBN) innovation programs to improve the implementation of the KKBPK
program and related sectoral programs in the field. Quality Family Villages
are regional units at the RW, sub-village, or equivalent level which have certain
criteria and where an integration of Population, Family Planning, and Family
Development programs and related sectoral programs is carried out systemi-
cally (BKKBN, 2017).

In essence, Quality Family Villages are formed to improve the quality of
life of the community at the village or equivalent level through the implemen-
tation of population activities; family planning and reproductive health; family
resilience and empowerment (family development); as well as the development
of related sectors (adjusted to regional needs) in order to create quality small
families (BKKBN, 2017). In addition, the quality family village was formed to
increase cross-sectoral integration so that in the implementation of interventions,
it places more emphasis on the integration of program implementation and ac-
tivities with partners. Hence, in the Quality Family Village Technical Manual, the
special purpose of the quality family village is to increase the role of the govern-
ment, regional government, non-governmental institutions and private sector in
facilitating, providing assistance and coaching to the community so that the resi-
dents can participate actively in improving the quality of life of the community.

Indicators for improving the quality of life are designed to synergize with
other sectors that intersect so that, in this case, they can be formulated and im-
plemented by related sectors, such as the housing, social, economic, health,
education, women’s empowerment, child protection, and other appropriate fields
according to the needs and characteristics of the region. Quality Family Village
reflects the implementation of the Bangga Kencana program activities as a who-
le and is integrated with related cross-sectoral activities (ministries / authorities,
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partners, stakeholders, agencies) concerning the needs and conditions of the
area where the benefits are received directly by the community. In carrying out
its programs and activities, it targets all segments of society in the field, such as
Couples of Reproductive Age, youth, the elderly population, families with tod-
dlers, families with teenagers, families with older people, and targets related
sectors according to their respective fields of work. The program’s implementa-
tion also involves all village officials such as village heads, RW heads, RT heads,
PKB / PLKB / TPD, field officers, PKK, PPKBD / Sub PPKBD, community lea-
ders/traditional leaders/religious leaders, and cadres.
Presentation of the main research material.
Characteristics of the age groups of couples of reproductive age (PUS) res-
pondents showed that the largest percentage was in the age group of 20—35 years
old (52 %), followed by the age group

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Based on the jobs of couples of reproductive age respondents, most of
them were not working/housewives (82 %), then self-employed (11), private
employees (2), farm laborers (2), teachers (2) and the number of civil servants
was the lowest (1 %). Meanwhile, the jobs of husbands of couples of reproductive
age (PUS) respondents showed that most of them were self-employed (45 %),
then farm laborers (38), private employees (9 ), civil servants / ABRI (3), military
personnel (1) and there are still those not working (2 %).

When viewed in terms of the number of children born alive (Anak yang
Lahir Hidup / ALH), most respondents have two children (55 %); then are those
having 1 child (22 %); 3 children (14); 4 children (4); 5 children (2); women who

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percentage of couples of reproductive age (PUS) who had heard of quality fa-
mily village mostly from PPKBD / sub-PPKBD cadres, according to the officer
who provided information about the quality family village, was as much as 74 %,
but those who said they had visited the quality family were 6 %. The rest said
they have yet to visit the office. Furthermore, 2 % had heard about quality family
village from officers of PKB / PLKB who had visited them.

Input Aspect

Formation of Quality Family Village. The basis for the formation of Qua-
lity Family Villages as well as a source of reference and implementation of cen-
tral government policies, among others, is the Circular of the Minister of Home
Affairs No. 440/70/S] of January 11, 2016, regarding the Designation and Es-
tablishment of Family Planning Villages. Provincial BKKBN Representatives
throughout Indonesia use it to form a KB Village and carry out the declaration.
Then the Head of the Central BKKBN followed up the circular letter from the
Minister of Home Affairs by issuing a Letter from the Head of the Central
BKKBN No. 046/BL/200/B4/2016 of January 12, 2016, Concerning the Live
Broadcast of the Declaration and Establishment of the quality family village.

Pursuant to the Circular Letter from the Minister of Home Affairs and
the heads of the Central National Family Planning Coordinating Agency
(BKKBN) addressed to Governors throughout Indonesia, the Governor of East
Java issued Governor of East Java Letter No. 440/4675/031/2016 of March 21,
2016, regarding the Improvement of Coordination of the Bangga Kencana and
Health Programs in East Java. This letter is the basis for reviving and improve-
ment of the Bangga Kencana and health programs in East Java through the Qua-
lity Family Village program. Then on April 28, 2017, the Governor’s decree
No. 188/236/KPTS/013/2017 concerning the Working Group for the Integration
of cross-sectoral development programs in the East Java quality family village
for the 2017 fiscal year was issued.

After a letter from the Governor of East Java addressed to Regents and
Mayors throughout East Java, the city of Malang issued a Decree of the Mayor
of Malang No. 188.45/192/35.73.112/2017 concerning the Malang City quality
family village Working Group in order to improve the policy for creating healthy
and prosperous families in the city of Malang. It is necessary to form a family
planning village in order to be able to synergize the family planning program
with cross-sectoral programs so that it can ensure sustainable development in an
area of the family planning village in the city of Malang.

Whereas in Tuban Regency, a Population and Family Planning Advocacy
Working Group was formed, which was strengthened by the Regent’s Decree
No 188.45/38/2016 concerning Amendments to Regent’s Decree No. 188.45/58/
KTPS/414.012/2013 concerning Population and Family Planning Advocacy
Working Groups. The LWG consists of representatives from various district
stakeholders such as local government agencies, including the Regional Sec-
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retariat (Sekretariat Daerah / Setda), Regional Development Planning Agency
(Badan Perencanaan Pembangunan Daerah / Bappeda), Health Service, Commu-
nity and Village Empowerment and Family Planning Service, Social Service, Ed-
ucation Service, Manpower Service, Population and Civil Registry Service, Mi-
nistry of Religion, hospitals, community groups and NGOs, such as the Indone-
sian Midwives Association (Ikatan Bidan Indonesia / IBI), Family Empowerment
and Welfare (Pemberdayaan dan Kesejahteraan Keluarga / PKK) and the Indone-
sian Entrepreneurs Association (Ikatan Wanita Pengusaha Indonesia / TWAPI).

Funds Sources and the Allocation in Formation Process

The funds used in forming Quality Villages in the Quality Family Village
area of Malang City come from the state budget and amounts to Rp 20,000,000
for the declaration of a Quality Family Village and the installation of a Quality
Village banner as a sign of entering the Quality Family Village area.

Meanwhile, in Tuban district, the source of funds for the process of estab-
lishing Quality Villages, besides those coming from the state budget and totaling
Rp 20,000,000, which was intended for the declaration of a Quality Village and
the installation of a Quality Family Village banner as a sign of entering the Qua-
lity Family Village area, were funds originating from ADD with a total APBDes
from ADD funds, according to the proposed 311 villages, of Rp 1,420,453,816.
It is budgeted for each village to receive an average disbursement of funds be-
tween the lowest Rp 1,300,000 and the highest Rp 22,500,000 village / year or an
average of Rp 4,600,000 village / year.

The Existence of Family Planning Village team work (POKJA) at the Dis-
trict / City and Village / Sub-District Level

Cross-sectors involved in Quality Family Village activities. In the exis-
tence of cross-sector quality family village, members of the Quality Family Village
team work (POKJA) in the Quality Family Village of RW 08 Malang City, inclu-
ding those from the agriculture service, are instrumental. They have conducted
regular counseling to residents in RW 08 about making soap from betel leaves,
also taught them to make salted eggs, special sauce, and cooking oil, and the
results in cooperation with the trade service are marketed through exhibi-
tions. Likewise, the Malang City Social Service conducted entrepreneurial train-
ing for residents of RW 08 in the Quality Family Village area, especially for street
children, so that they can be independent.

The Department of Transportation of Malang City has also provided signs
with directions to Quality Family Village so that it is better known to the com-
munity and residents of Malang City or other areas who will visit the Quality
Family Village, other thematic villages, colorful villages, etc. The Malang City
Parks Service provided 100 chili plant seeds to residents of RW 08 to tackle
the scarcity of chili plants. Also, the Ministry of Religions-KUA Malang City
counseled residents to always do good according to the teachings of their res-
pective religions and beliefs and suggested not to marry too early and to be
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physically and mentally ready to support their families. Babinsa-babinkamtib-
mas, in collaboration with the police and BNN, provide counseling on drug
problems which are rife currently, on juvenile delinquency in big cities and on
crime to residents in the Quality Family Village area.

Furthermore, the Malang City Health Service contributed to the existence
of the KB Village in RW 08 Kotalama Sub-district, carried out family planning
safari activities at the Pustu in collaboration with PLKB. Two family planning
safaris were carried out, especially for IUDs and implants, the acceptors who
obtained them in the safari numbered between 50 and 70. Meanwhile, the De-
partment of Education of Malang City contributes to solving the problems. If it
is known that residents still need to be in school, they are directed to pursue
non-formal education (Sekolah Kejar Paket). There are also 11 Community
Learning Activity Centers (Pusat Kegiatan Belajar Masyarakat / PKBM) speci-
fically oriented at the nearest KB Village and founded by the community. If
the community cares, then the extent of the deficiencies in education will be
known. The Government also created a Community Learning Activity Center
(Sanggar Kegiatan Belajar Masyarakat / SKB).

The Malang City Civil Registry Population Service provides convenience
for all residents, especially residents of RW 08 Quality Family Village, and is-
sues identity cards, family cards, birth certificates, and marriage certificates.
Whereas Family Empowerment and Welfare (PKK) plays a role in fostering In-
tegrated Health Care Center, HIV AIDS prevention, it works in close coordi-
nation with the Women’s Empowerment Service and Family Planning, CSR,
Unilever with Integrated Health Care Center cadres for clean and healthy ho-
mes, when using family planning through an IVA examination. Sometimes fa-
mily planning acceptors are afraid of being caught if they have a disease.

As for the existence of cross-sector Quality Family Village, members of
the POKJA KB Village team in the Quality Family Village area of Bulumeduro
village, Tuban district, including government agencies, namely the Regent and
the Regional Secretariat (Sekretariat Daerah / Setda), are very concerned about
the existence of the Quality Family Village. Even though its name is the Quality
Family Village Team, the substance is the same as in the POKJA KB Village. The
Regional Development Planning Agency (Bappeda) helps plan the budget for
activities in the Quality Family Village. The Health Service and its staff are
very helpful in reaching out to Quality Family participants, especially KB MK]JP.
The Community and Village Empowerment Service and Family Planning Ser-
vice are the driving force behind establishing the KB Village in the Tuban dis-
trict. The Social Affairs Service has provided training and assistance for un-
derprivileged residents. The Education Service encourages residents who do
not continue to study at school or drop out of school to be prioritized in the
KB Village area to join in pursuing non-formal education (Sekolah Kejar Paket).
The Manpower Service provides training for mothers to supplement their hus-
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band’s income. The Department of Population and Civil Registry is ready to
help residents in the KB Village area by bringing access to their services closer.
The Ministry of Religion helps residents through counseling, recitations and
existing coaching group activities. Community groups and NGOs, such as the
Indonesian Midwives Associations (IBI), Family Empowerment and Welfare
(PKK), and the Indonesian Entrepreneurs Association (IWAPI), play an active
role in financing activities in the KB Village area.

Commitment

With cross-sectoral commitment to the existence of KB Village both in
Malang City and Tuban district, all cross-sectors help the success of KB Village
by providing programs that are related to problems that exist in the KB Village
area, with a shared commitment and synergy that has been built quite harmo-
niously with several coordinating meetings, holding advocacy meetings to-
gether with policy stakeholders so that the previous understanding that the
KB Village only belonged to the KB Office began to shift. The aim is complete
development, both physical and non-physical, in an area that meets the criteria
of KB Village as a place for all cross-sectors to provide their best programs so
that the areas that are intervened together have a positive impact in terms of
human empowerment and physical development.

The success of the KB Village is viewed from the input aspect, it is charac-
terized by the support of human resources (proportional number of PLKB / PKB);
availability of demographic data for the KB Village area, Family Planning Da-
ta, Socio-Economic Data for the KB Village area, Family Member Data / Indi-
vidual Data and other data; availability of operational facilities, contraceptives
and other supporting stuft and facilities such as KIE KKBPK media (banners,
backdrops, posters, KB Information Unit Cars, KB Service Unit Cars); availa-
bility of operational support (budget) for the KKBPK program from the APBD
and APBN and other funding sources such as PNPM, Village Fund Budget
(ADD), Family Hope Program (PKH), Jamkesmas or Jamkesda where this bud-
get assistance is aimed not only at the launch but at the continuity of activities in
KB Villages too. There are regulations/policies from the regional government as
well as the commitment of related stakeholders to implementation of Family
Planning Village.

Process Aspect

KB Village Training/Socialization. The socialization of the KB Village, which
was carried out before the declaration of the KB Village, was started by represen-
tatives of the East Java BKKBN in the Rupatama Room of the East Java Regional
Police under the direction of the SKPD KB head. Socialization was followed up in
all districts / cities throughout East Java, including Malang City. The aim was to
socialize the Bangga Kencana program and the formation of KB Village. In Tuban
district, socialization has also been carried out since that time by revitalizing
the family planning program at the village level, then by socializing the family
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planning village through the Cipta Cara Padu Foundation which is supported
by the UN Foundation and FP2020 Rapid Response Mechanism to help repli-
cate and strengthen the implementation of the KB Village in each sub-district.

Representatives of the East Java BKKBN carried out the KB Village training
through 3 training facilities, namely the East Java KB Training and Develop-
ment Center, the Malang Training Center, and the Jember Training Center, and
participants were trained by esalon IV OPDKB, BPD in the KB Village area,
PKB in the KB Village area, PPKBD / Sub PPKBD of KB Village throughout East
Java, including Tuba district and Malang City.

The Population and Family Planning Advocacy Working Group in Tuban
district, in collaboration with the Cipta Cara Padu Foundation, with the sup-
port of the FP2020 Program with the Rapid Response Mechanism (RRM), held

Team work (POKJA) Meeting

The POKJA for the KB Village in Tuban district, which has been running, is
the POKJA for the KB Village Team. At the same time, the POKJA for the KB
Village in East Java Province and the POKJA for the KB Village in Malang City
are still limited to a decree that has yet to be implemented and have not held
regular meetings. The members of the POKJA KB Village in Tuban district are
representatives from various district stakeholders such as local government
agencies, including the Regional Secretariat, Regional Development Planning
Agency, Health Service, Community and Village Empowerment Service, Family
Planning Service, Social Affairs Service, Education Service, Manpower Service,
Population and Civil Registration Service, Ministry of Religion, hospitals, com-
munity groups, and NGOs, such as the Indonesian Midwives Association, Family
Welfare Empowerment, and the Indonesian Women Entrepreneurs Association.

Coordination meetings of members of the POKJA KB Village in Tuban
District are held regularly once every three months. However, under certain
conditions and if needed, coordination meetings can be held once or twice a
month. The communication and coordination established among the POKJA
members are quite synergistic.

Monitoring, Evaluation, Recording, and Reporting

Monitoring and evaluation of KB Village were launched in 2016 in which 1 KB
Village in district / city was intervened and 1 KB Village was handled without
intervention. The results showed that some were already running according to
technical guidelines, some still need to start or to grow. Meanwhile, the recording
and reporting have been separated between the monthly report and the report
on the KB Village, which is submitted once every 3—6 months to representatives
of the East Java BKKBN; there still needs to be a standard form of reporting.

As for the monitoring and evaluation of the KB Village, in RW 08 KB Vil-
lage, Kotalama sub-district, Malang City, they are still carried out by OPDKB
Malang City, the POKJA that was formed was limited only to a decree. In cont-
rast, in the KB Village in Bulumeduro village, the POKJA that had been formed
was already active in its respective duties, monitoring, and evaluation of the
program that has been implemented. However, all POKJA activities have yet to
be carried out collectively due to budget constraints. Based on information
from the Population and Family Planning Regional Apparatus Organization
(OPDKB) in Malang City and the Tuban district, it will be budgeted through
the Regional Revenue and Expenditure Budget (APBD) to monitor and evaluate
the Quality Family Village.

The success of the Family Planning Village program can be viewed from
process aspects including: training related to Family Planning Villages; Utili-
zation of PK Data and other cross-sectoral data; KB Village Working Group
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Meetings (POKJA) including cross-sectoral coordination meetings (government
and private agencies) which can take the form of workshops, mini workshops at
sub-district level and village level; discussion with the community; home visits;
coaching as well as monitoring and evaluation, both carried out before the launch
and carried out routinely after the launch. Evaluation of meeting activities will be
take into account how many meetings were held, where, who attended and what
was the result of the meeting / workshop.

Output Aspect

Forms of Activity. The Governor of East Java established the East Java
BKKBN Representative Office of the POKJA KB Village by Governor Decree

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No. 188/236/KPTS/013/2017 concerning the Working Group for the Integra-
tion of cross-sectoral development programs in the East Java KB Village.
However, the activities of the KB Village in the regency / city have been run-
ning according to the conditions and situation in each regency.

The POKJA in the Malang City was also newly formed with the issuance of
the Malang City Mayor Decree No. 188.45/192/35.73.112/2017 concerning the
Malang City KB Village Working Group, but the KB Village activities have been
running before and have even been visited by many from various other provinces
and always make KB Village training field for practice. Activities in the RW 08 KB
Village which are currently starting to run after the declaration, namely UPKKS
«Nusa Indah», which was formed by the Kotalama village head with decree
No. 400/18/3573031001/2016, have been running until now with its business
making soap from betel leaves, also the residents are being taught how to make
salted eggs, special sauce, and cooking oil and the results in collaboration with
the trade service are marketed through exhibitions.

The POKJA in Tuban district was formed under the name POKJA KB
Population and Advocacy and then strengthened by District Head Decree
No. 188.45/38/2016 concerning Amendment to Regent Decree No. 188.45/58/
KTPS/414.012/2013 concerning KB Population and Advocacy Village Manage-
ment award in East Java from the Provincial BKKBN Representative. Following
the success of KB Village Planning Team 20 villages have been launched by each
sub-district head with Tuban Regent Decree No. 120 of 2016 concerning P2KP.
APBD from ADD funds has been included according to the proposal of 311
villages and CTU (Contraceptive Technology Update) midwife training was
held independently in 2014: 2 batches = 40 people, in 2015: 7 batches = 140 peo-
ple, in 2016: 2 batches = 40 people, and until 2016: 11 batches = 220 people.

Furthermore, in the KB Village in Bulumeduro village, Tuban district, after
the declaration of the KB Village, the village head, with ADD funds and self-
help communities, has a building in the KB Village area built as a facility for KB
Village coaching group activities. All coaching group activities that have been
formed include BKB Bahari, BKR Sehat, BKL Sedap Malam, UPPKS Sumber
Urip, and PIK / R Laskar Bahari, run once a month, while PAUD activities three
times a week.

Viewed from the output aspect, the success of the KB Village study is marked
by an increase in the achievements of the KKBPK program and of other related
sector programs, measured by comparing data before and after the launch of
the KB Village.

Increasing the achievements of the Bangga Kencana program

The success of the KB Village indicates that in the area of the KB Village,
counseling was carried out by KB officers before the KB Village existed. Howe-
ver, after the KB Village was declared, there were 1—3 activities per month.
The achievements of KB Village, especially KB MJKP, has increased in RW 08 KB
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Village Kotalama sub-district, Malang City, as well as in the KB Village Bulu-
meduro village, Tuban district.

Activities still need to be held at KB Village after they are formed. The ope-
rational mechanism activities are carried out as monthly routine staff meetings
in the sub-district, while the village council is held every two months. Adminis-
trative services still need to be broader in Malang City and Tuban districts.

Increasing cross-sectoral program achievements

Despite the success of the KB Village by the supporting indicator, there are
still children aged 0—8 years who do not have birth certificates, and those aged
over 17 years who do not have ID cards and houses with latrines, still need a
little counseling. Besides that, four houses in the KB Village area are still unfit
for habitation. In Malang City, there are four such houses; in the Tuban district,
there are 20 houses and houses that do not have clean water.

In the KB Village area, school-age children still do not attend school. Some
have economic reasons to help their parents earn a living, and some do not
because they have no reason to go to school anymore. In addition, the number of
unemployed is not obvious because many do not go fishing in the sea when the
weather is uncertain.

SWOT Analysis

SWOT analysis discusses the strengths, weaknesses, opportunities, and
threats in developing Quality Family Village in Malang City and Tuban district.

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The strength for developing KB villages in Malang City and Tuban district
is the PLKB in the KB Village because, with support from PLKB, it is possible to
increase the achievement of the Bangga Kencana program-related programs in
the KB Village area. Then it is the availability of financial support (APBN &
APBD) for the KB village area, because with financial support, KB Village acti-
vities will run as expected. A KB Village Manager is also appointed by a Regent’s
Decree and Mayor’s Decree.

The weaknesses are that the number of Field Extension Officers for Family
Planning (Petugas Penyuluh Lapangan Keluarga Berencana / PLKB) is very li-
mited, the difficulty of finding cadres in the KB Village area because human
resources are very low, as well as limited facilities, infrastructure and operatio-
nal funds in the area.

The opportunities in the KB Village area is the political support from the
Regent and Mayor of both Tuban district and Malang City, evidenced by the
declaration of the KB Village by the Regent and Mayor themselves and the bud-
get for KB Village activities included in the APBD. The support for the KB Village
area also comes from all service agencies and cross-sectoral interventions and
press support for the KB Village is carried out so that most people know about
all activities in the KB Village.

The threat is from the socio-economic conditions of the people in the KB
village area. Most residents are underprivileged, have low human resources, and
need stronger advocacy by program managers before local governments.

Conclusions

The impact of success factors in developing Quality Family Villages to
enhance the Bangga Kencana program and other related programs are: (a).
Policy factors, commitment, and financial support: Policy and commitment
and financial support from the Regent / Mayor for the community’s welfare,
especially that of residents in remote areas in KB Villages. (b). The cohesive-
ness of government officials: The synergy of all existing work units for the
development program eliminates the sector’s ego in developing the KKBPK
program and other related programs in the KB village area. POKJA needs to
be established up to the District and Village / Kelurahan levels as a forum for
implementing cross-sectoral and multi-stakeholder collaborative activities to
accelerate program achievements. The selection of potential administrators /
working groups who can be relied upon to influence the community, from
various ages, occupations, and positions in the village / district government,
optimizing resources in the community and village / sub-district government
are necessary.

Another impact of this program is a strong commitment to advancing village
development and implementing programs in the field for the community’s wel-
fare and increasing the village’s status, continuous outreach to the community
about the benefits of KB Village.
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Suggestions

1. Referring to the indicators of success for Quality Family Village, it is
expected that regency and city POKJA will further strengthen the understan-
ding and contribution of each cross-sectoral OPD in supporting the success
of KB Village.

2. Optimization of PLKB assistance in realizing the utilization of the Village
Fund Budget for the Bangga Kencana program by the local wisdom of each village.

3. Referring to the success indicators of KB Village, regency and city POKJA
are expected to further strengthen the understanding and contribute to each
cross-sectoral OPD in supporting the success of KB Village and add more cross-
sectoral elements and other related stakeholders (e.g., BNN, NGOs, professio-
nal and community organizations).

4. Strengthening the cross-sectoral partnerships through the preparation
of POKJA Renja.

5. The Mayors and Regents decrees issuance regarding establishing the
POKJA advocacy team for the Bangga Kencana program through KB Village at
the sub-district and urban village levels and funding through the APBD.

6. Periodic and integrated monitoring and evaluation of program sustainability.

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GUIDELINES FOR AUTHORS

To be considered for a publication in the journal, only research papers that have never been
published before are accepted. The article should be devoted to the relevant subjects, pre-
sent the results of a thorough study, be characterized by innovations and scientific conclu-
sions in accordance with article’s goals (specified tasks). The publication is free of charge for
the authors.

The scientific journal meets the requirements of the Law of Ukraine "On ensuring the
functioning of the Ukrainian language as the state language" from 25.04.2019 Ne 2704-VIII
Article 22 "State language in the field of science". Scientific articles and materials are pre-
pared and published in the state — Ukrainian and English languages.

The length of accepted manuscripts should be 21 pages (including references and exten-
ded summaries) of A4 format, 1.5 spacing. All margins — 2 c¢m, indent — 1.27 cm, font:
Times New Roman 14 pt saved in Word for Windows (*.doc). The articles are accepted in
Ukrainian or English.

The author should also sign the License Agreement to agree with publication in the
Journal (the Form of Agreement is available at the web-site).

Every manuscript should be classified with UDC, JEL Classification Codes, each author
is an ORCID, Scopus ID, Researcher ID. The scheme of situation of abbreviations, font sizes,
intervals, structure of paragraphs and subparagraphs, as well as references.

At the beginning of the article, authors’ name and surname should be placed, as well as
their academic degree and rank, position, affiliation, postal and electronic address, the publi-
cation’s title, summary and the key words — in two languages.

The article should consist of the next structural components: description of the re-
search problem, relevance of the theme, innovative character, analysis of the recent studies
and publications, research methods, setting of the article’s goal and tasks, the main findings of
the study, conclusions and prospects of future studies in the field. The references are placed in
the end of the article.

The Summary in Ukrainian and English should be within 300-400 words (not less
than 1,800 printed signs).

Mandatory guidelines for the Summary: informing character (no general words); well-
developed structure (successive logic of description of the article’s findings: relevance of the
study, the main purpose, novelty, research methods, should be assured); relevant (descrip-
tion of article’s main contents; define the study’s main tasks; summarize the key findings and
their importance); detailed definition of the author’s contribution (which positions are deve-
loped, proposed, defined, justified, made, revealed, etc.); compact character.

Author’s summary should: explain the study’s approaches, but without methodological
details; provide no references and abbreviations.

The author can do the social work in Literature once for his own scientific work. All
sources must be registered according to the international bibliographic standard APA-2010.
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Guidelines for Authors

All manuscripts are subjects for internal and external review by the members of the
Editorial Board, and experts from the respective research fields. The Editorial Board should
receive at least one external review and at least one internal review. To ensure the fair exami-
nation of scientific value of manuscript, an independent blind review can be used
(without mentioning the names of authors and reviewers).

The Editorial Board has a privilege to review, edit, abridge (not changing author’s
opinion), and select the manuscripts. In case of a negative review or important remarks,
the manuscript can be returned to the author (authors) for working out. Declined manu-
scripts should not be returned. The manuscripts submitted with no consideration of the
mentioned requirements, cannot be published in the Journal. The reviewed manuscripts
are examined by the Editorial Board of the Journal and recommended by the Scientific
Council of the Institute.

The author is responsible for authenticity of the information, data, references, names
and translation.

The materials that are being published in the journal reflect the view of their authors,
and not necessarily are agreeing with the position of Editorial Board.

Deadline for submission of articles to the journal:

No 1 — 20th of December (journal submission for publication in March of next year);

No 2 — 10th of March (journal submission for publication in June of this year);

THE PROCESS OF REVIEWING THE ARTICLES
SUBMITTED TO THE SCIENTIFIC JOURNAL
DEMOGRAPHY AND SOCIAL ECONOMY

I. Academic papers submitted to the Editorial Office have to pass through the process of
reviewing by highly qualified experts in the relevant research fields. The experts hold the
academic degrees (Doctors of Science or Candidates of Science (PhD) and have experience in
the related studies, as well as academic publications. In case of a need, the Chairman of the
Editorial Board invites additional scientific experts.

If authors’ views significantly differ from the reviewer’s views, the article is submitted to
the third party reviewer, while it is also discussed at the meeting of the Editorial Board. The
reviewers are invited by the Chairman of the Editorial Board and the Deputy Chairman.

The blind peer review of two experts is conducted for all papers.

II. The reviewer should work on the article within 10-12 business days since the date of
receipt and submit his/her review to the Editorial Board in person or by e-mail. If the reviewer
is unable to review this article (for example, due to a conflict of interest), he/she should send
the motivated rejection within 3 days.

The length of reviewing is identified individually in order to ensure the most expeditious
publication of the article, but must not exceed two weeks.

III. The review should clearly indentify the theoretical or practical significance of the
study, and estimate the links between the article’s title, objectives and conclusions with the
existing scientific concepts. The reviewer should evaluate author’s personal contribution to
the study of research problems, its relevance and novelty; determination of which category
the article belongs to: contains scientific results, scientific-methodical or review. It is purpo-
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seful to mention the conformity of style, logics and comprehensibility of the presentation of
research findings, as well as completeness and adequacy of representation in the title and
the extended abstracts. Authors’ conclusions might be evaluated in terms of reliability and
validity, as well as ethical considerations, including plagiarism.

The review should be based on the proposed form, signed by the reviewer with identi-
fying his affiliation, position, academic degree and title, date of signing the review.

IV. In the review provides additional comments and suggestions for the author, the
paper is sent to the author with a confidential review.

When finalizing the articles with regard to the comments of reviewers, the author should
mark the revised text, as well as amendments in the text, tables, figures and other additional
information in order to enable the timely informing of the reviewer about the accepted
suggestions.

After article’s updating, the texts are sent to the reviewer to verify the accuracy of the
revisions and amendments.

The final decision on publishing of the article is made by the Editorial Boars after receipt
of the reviewer’s conclusion.

Academic Council of the Ptoukha Institute of Demography and Social Studies of the
National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine approve for publication and publication on the
Internet of each issue of the scientific journal.

V. The original texts of reviews are kept in the Editorial Office of the Journal for two
years.

In case of the reviewer’s multiple critical comments, but general positive recom-
mendations for publishing, the article might be placed in the category of polemical studies
