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ASSESSMENT OF THE ECONOMIC POTENTIAL
OF CHANGE IN THE POPULATION OF MODERN UKRAINE

The influence of the macroeconomic factor on the long-term trends of reproduction the
population of Ukraine since independence is considered. Based on the author’s concept of
“demoeconomic niche” the results of calculation of two options for estimating the “current”
(per year) economic potential of population changes in Ukraine on the criteria of conditionally
autonomous consumption of population and the actual subsistence level (including necessary
payments) were analyzed. The potential for population decline according to the first criterion
is considered as a pessimistic (maximum) estimate (-30 million in 2019), according to the
second - as an optimistic estimate (-2 million in 2019). The aim of the study was to perform
a statistical analysis of the relationship between demographic and economic indicators of
population reproduction in Ukraine and their relationship with certain options for assessing
the economic potential of population change to determine their greater or lesser relevance to
demographic and economic realities. Novelty: the assessment of the economic potential of
population change is performed within the economic and demographic methodology
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developed and maintained by the author (based on the macroeconomic concept of “de-
moeconomic niche”). Research methods: to study the statistical relationship between
indicators used methods of correlation and regression analysis (linear models), as well as a
comparative analysis of the results of calculations with the actual dynamics of demographic
and economic indicators. Calculations were made by means of PPP STATISTICA 8.0.

A statistical analysis of the relationship between demographic and economic indica-
tors and their relationship with the studied options for assessing the economic potential of
Ukraine population change was performed to determine compliance with demographic and
economic realities. All time series of indicators (30 and 22 years) subjected to statistical
analysis are translated into a single form of annual increments to ensure comparability, as a
percentage of the value of the initial year of analysis. The direct linear relationship of GDP
changes with the dynamics of the total fertility rate and average life expectancy at birth was
recorded, and close feedback - with the dynamics of the migration balance. It is noticed
that changes in GDP and the total fertility rate for the whole and rural population have co-
phase quasicyclic fluctuations with a 3-4 year lag of reaction delay. It is shown that the
assessment of the economic potential of population change by the criterion of conditionally
autonomous consumption of population is closely statistically dependent on macroeconomic
indicators and economic dynamics. The assessment based on the criterion of the actual
subsistence level (including necessary payments) depends more closely on the indicators that
directly reflect the well-being of households. It turned out that the adequacy of the assessment
based on the criterion of conditionally autonomous consumption of population gradually
decreases over time due to the peculiarities of the calculation algorithm, growing inaccuracy
can only be neglected at intervals of £5 years from the base year. The adequacy of the
assessment according to the criterion of the actual subsistence level (including necessary
payments) depends on the correspondence to the real cost of life values for each year of the
observation period, these values need to be clarified.

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REGISTERS OF HEALTHCARE SYSTEMS
OF NORTHEN EUROPEAN COUNTRIES

The introduction of electronic register systems for all spheres of state functioning is becoming
more widespread in developed countries. It is the systems, not individual registers, that create
the conditions for the comprehensive and effective use of available information in the field of
state and local government, research, business planning, and so on. In our opinion, health
care registries are the most important among other systems, so it is important to study the
experience of the most developed countries in the field of creating electronic medical
information resources. The use of the experience gained by advanced European countries in
this area is especially useful for Ukraine, where such a system is being developed.

The purpose of the article is to summarize the experience of Northern European count-
ries in the use of electronic information resources of health care for its implementation in
Ukraine.

The novelty of the article is a generalized and comparative analysis of health registry
systems in Denmark, Norway, the Netherlands, Estonia, Sweden, Finland and a study of the
role of medical, statistical and scientific institutions in the development of these systems.

The research methodology is based on the application of the following methods: sys-
tem analysis, scientific generalization, comparative analysis, research methods of complex
systems.

The article examines the health care systems of six northern European countries, com-
pares the composition and features of these systems. The focus is on electronic information
resources, which are introduced only in some countries. It is established that the Danish and
Norwegian systems are the most branched among the systems of other studied countries
and contain not only a larger number of specialized registers, but also have the largest number
of organizations that maintain these registers. The holders of registers and databases in
different countries are not only the relevant ministries, but also research institutes and uni-
versities. In addition, statistical authorities also create registers that are used for society’s
statistical information needs. The study thus summarizes the experience of creating and
operating electronic information resources in the field of health care in Northern European
countries, concludes that it can be used in the implementation of a similar Ukrainian, the
process of which began several years ago.

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MORTALITY BY CAUSES OF DEATH IN METROPOLICES OF UKRAINE

Large cities concentrate a substantial part of the educated, highly qualified, and economi-
cally active populations. Such social “selection” with the peculiarities of lifestyle determines
the distinctive characteristics of the level and structure of mortality. Even though data on
deaths by causes of death for the large cities are available in Ukraine, very few studies have
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analyzed cause-specific mortality in these cities. The objective of the study is to make a com-
parative analysis of mortality from the most influential causes of death in large cities. The
novelty lies in the comparative analysis done for Dnipro, Kyiv, Lviv, Odesa, and Kharkiv
for the first time. The study uses the direct method of standardization to calculate stan-
dardized death rates by sex in 2005-2019.

The results indicate lower all-cause mortality rates for the large city residents compared
to the corresponding average country-level indicators. Kyiv, Lviv, and Odesa have lower death
rates compared to Dnipro and Kharkiv. In Kyiv and Lviv, this is attributed to lower mortality
from almost all major causes of death, while in Odesa this mainly resulted from the extreme-
ly low ischemic heart disease mortality. Relatively high mortality from circulatory diseases is
observed in Kharkiv and Dnipro. However, in Dnipro, this is associated with a high death
rate from coronary heart disease and a very low contribution of cerebrovascular disease,
whereas in Kharkiv coronary and cerebrovascular disease death rates are quite high. Morta-
lity rates from diseases of the digestive system in the large cities are found to be the closest to
the average in Ukraine (except for Lviv). The neoplasms are the only large group of diseases
with a mortality rate that exceeds the average level in Ukraine, in particular for women. Over-
all, the death rates from most of the causes of death in the large cities demonstrated a positive
trend in 2005-2019, with some exceptions. External causes and infectious diseases showed
the most decrease while mortality from AIDS and ill-defined causes increased. Also, there
were uncertain dynamics of deaths due to suicide and injuries with undetermined intent.
Given some specific mortality differences between the cities, some concerns have been raised
over the accuracy of the coding of diagnoses. In particular, unusually low mortality from
ischemic heart disease was found in Odesa and from cerebrovascular disease in Dnipro, very
rare deaths from alcoholic liver disease in Odesa, accidental alcohol poisoning in Kyiv, and a
group of other liver diseases in Dnipro. We also assume misclassification of suicides as inju-
ries with undetermined intent in Kharkiv. Our findings highlight the importance of the im-
plementation of automated coding and selection of causes of death that can minimize the
number of subjective decisions made by coders and lead to significant improvements in
the quality of data.

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TRANSFORMATION OF MORTALITY BY SEX
IN THE FOUR BIGGEST CITIES IN UKRAINE

Traditionally, in Ukraine, there is a significant gap between the life expectancy of men and
women, which is formed due to differences in mortality, including due to certain causes.
This determines the relevance of the study of mortality by causes and sex, their changes over
time. Understanding the historical connection with the past, analysing changes in the level
and structure of mortality is essential for the development of gender-oriented social policy.
The objective of this work is to examine the transformation of mortality by cause among male
and female residents of the four biggest Ukrainian cities (Kyiv, Kharkiv, Dnipropetrovsk
(Dnipro) and Odesa) in 1923-1929 and 2019 and to identify differences in structural
changes in mortality for the main causes by sex. The novelty lies in the confirmation of the
data of the first comparative analysis of mortality levels and structure in four cities of Ukraine
in 1923-1929 and in 2019 differences in transformation (direction and degree of change) by
the main causes of death depending on gender. Data and methods: differences in the forma-
tion of statistical data in the 1920 and the coding of the causes of death under the classifica-
tion of causes of death in force in different periods are taken into account. For adequate com-
parative analysis, age-standardized mortality rates are calculated for the four largest cities of
Ukraine in 1926, and their sex ratio is computed. The results. Analysis of Korchak-Chep-
urkivsky’s research data and official data of mortality statistics in modern metropolises of
Ukraine reveals differences of mortality transformation (direction and degree of changes)
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depending on sex and causes of death, and also illustrates changes of the significance of main
causes in male and female mortality structure. There has been a progressive shift in the reduc-
tion of the significance of infectious and parasitic diseases (the leading cause of death in the
1920s). The reduction in mortality from these diseases was different for men and women.
Thus, on average, a decrease of the standardized rates has happened in all four cities by almost
eleven times for men and fifteen times for women. The least pronounced changes were seen
in Odessa, the city with the highest mortality from infectious and parasitic diseases in 2019
among all four cities. The increase of mortality due to diseases of the circulatory system (the
main cause of death in 2019) was different in different cities and for different sexes: the largest
was for men of the Dnipro (3.6 times) and for women in Kharkiv (2.8 times), and the smallest
was for men from Odesa (1.7 times) and women from Kyiv (1.6 times). In three of the cities
studied, male mortality rates increased more than female mortality, and in Odessa male mor-
tality from circulatory diseases increased slightly less than female mortality. The phenomenon
of the growing intersex mortality gap in the studied cities is revealed: the difference in the
crude mortality rates of men and women for all reasons increased from approximately 1.5
times in 1924-1927 to 1.7-1.9 times in 2019. The maximum difference was observed in the
class of external causes, but in the 1920s it was about 2.5 times smaller against more than four
times in 2019 for all cities except Dnipropetrovsk. Conclusion. The need to take into account
the identified gender differences and understand the factors influencing their formation in
the development and implementation of social policy measures in general and public health
policy in particular at the state and local authorities, aimed at reducing mortality (especially
premature male mortality) is justified.

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EDUCATION IN THE PANDEMIC

The education sector in Ukraine, as in most other countries of the world, is facing a global
challenge due to the spread of the coronavirus SARS-CoV-2. Educational institutions are in
an emergency situation and are forced to switch to distance or mixed learning. As a result,
there were difficulties with the implementation of a new alternative model, according to which
educational institutions have started to work and provide a wide range of their services. The
purpose and novelty of the article is a systematic generalization of the results of the extreme
mode of operation of educational institutions during the pandemic to adapt them to the
extraordinary situation of functioning and further development. The method of research is
the systematization of empirical data on individual practices of different types of educational
institutions and, on this ground, determination of the possibility of combining in a holistic
operation mechanism in terms of the social justice and efficiency principles.

The article analyzes the readiness of the education system for distance learning in the
context of a pandemic, determines positions for the regulation and sustainable adjustment
of educational institutions, ensuring fair access for various segments of society to online
resources, the formation of positive scenarios for the education functioning in the epidemic
and post-epidemic period. The paper uses the main theoretical positions formulated in the
monograph “COVID 19. Great Overload” by Klaus Schwab, economist, founder and presi-
dent of the World Economic Forum in Davos since 1971, and his co-author Thierry Muller,
a publicist and researcher. One of the main provisions concerning education and its long-
term development is that the current crisis is forcing society to realize that most decisions
are based on moral and fair choices, and that in the future it is possible to move away from
personal interests and create a more harmonious society. The UN materials on the analysis
of the COVID-19 consequences for the education system and its reconstruction in the future
are also used.

The study identifies the dynamics of processes throughout the pandemic. Positive and
problematic practices are given. The findings obtained from research and experience can be
the basis for developing measures to help education institutions to overcome the “transi-
tion period” The key factors of their stability are the general education services (digital
libraries, online education platforms), mobilization of teaching and student contingents to
work in new conditions, compliance of financial and distribution mechanisms with the
requirements of the time.

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EVALUATING THE EFFECTIVENESS

OF THE NATIONAL YOUTH SERVICE
PROGRAMME IN SKILL DEVELOPMENT
OF UNEMPLOYED GRADUATES

IN THE NORTH WEST PROVINCE

OF SOUTH AFRICA

For the last 3 decades, youth unemployment has been a major challenge in South Africa. Educa-
tion and training has been considered as a solution to this challenge in the country. The South
African Government introduced skills development programs focusing on the youth to reduce
unemployment and poverty. However, the youth unemployment among the skilled has been per-
sistent. Given this background, an attempts is made in this study to evaluate the effectiveness of
the National Youth Service Program (NYSP) in skill development of unemployed Graduates in
the North West Province of South Africa and determine stakeholder involvement in the con-
ceptualization, implementation, monitoring, and evaluation of the skills development program.
The research methodology used in this study was both quantitative approach aimed to fill in the
knowledge gap, which is achieved through critical reading and analysis of what other researchers
have identified, and qualitative method. A cross-sectional survey was conducted to collect data.
Questionnaires were self-administered to obtain primary data from (90) graduates and (10)
stakeholders who took part in the NYSP. The main finding of the study indicates that 83 % of the

NYSP graduates are unemployed since completing the skills development program in the 2017
fiscal year. The study alluded that lack of stakeholder participation and commitment in the
NYSP was attributed to the high rate of NYS graduate unemployment. Stakeholder engagement
and participation will also play a critical role in ensuring that learners completing the skills de-
velopment program are linked to employment opportunities and are self-reliant. The study re-
commends that stakeholder identification should take place before the program is being im-
plemented.

Introduction. For the last three decades, increasing youth unemployment has
become a crucial challenge in South Africa despite the fact that the government
has embarked several programs that provide necessary skills to the young people,
and ensure linking graduates with work opportunities. Despite initiatives by the
Government to address youth unemployment, there is a growing gap between the
firms’ required skills and the acquired skills of unemployed graduates. Youth
unemployment is a global phenomenon which does not only affect South Africa
(Dagume, Agyapong and Gyekye, 2016:59). Statistics South Africa (2016) high-
lights that both developing and developed countries are encountering this chal-
lenge. This is as a result of the global financial crisis experienced in 2009 which
led to a long-term unemployment, particularly amongst individuals between
the ages of 15-35 years (Oluwajodu and Greyling, 2015). In the future, the state is
unlikely to change, looking at the trend globally, indicating 12.7 % youth unem-
ployment in 2017, 12.2 % in 2018, and 12.5 % in 2019 StatisticsSA (2019). The
United Nations Organisation (UNO, 2019:39), indicated that the global youth
unemployment rate is estimated at 13.2 %.

The International Labour Organisation (ILO, 2020:44) indicates that the
unemployment rate of the youth in North Africa is at 30 % compared to an
aggregate rate of 12.5 % in South Africa. In Sub-Sahara Africa, in contrast, this
cohort unemployment rate was 8.7 %. In South Africa, this challenge is rather
acute (Oluwajodu and Greyling, 2015). Concerning StatisticsSA (2019) fourth-
quarter labour force report, there was approximately 10.3 million youth in South
Africa, of which 40.1 % were unemployed and not in education or training, 55 %
possess matric certificates, 58.10 % are graduates. The statistics show that youth
unemployment in South Africa is high irrespective of educational level. Some
scholars refer to youth unemployment in this country as being a policy matter
(Dagume et al., 2016:60). In North West Province, the unemployment rate of
young men in 2016 was 36.8 % compared to 44.4 % of the female counterparts
(StatisticsSA, 2016). The status called for investments in skills development
programs by all government, business, and educational institutions (Ariene De
Lannoy, 2018:14). According to the National Youth Development Agency (2017:5),
the government had to develop policies for crafting effective interventions to
address youth unemployment as the youth employment interventions in the
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province were of a great concern, State of the Province Address (SOPA, 2016:7).
Among others, these interventions included learnerships, youth entrepreneurial
development programs, youth service programs, and short-term skills develop-
ment programs implemented by government, civil society, and the private sec-
tor (Department of Social Development, 2016:32). The Government of South
Africa initiated several programs to combat youth unemployment, however,
there is a growing gap between the skills training and needs of the firms or bu-
sinesses (Finn, 2015:4). Moreover, findings gathered from labour market data re-
ports revealed that government-led initiatives such as Expanded Public Works
Programme, Community Based Programmes and learnerships, to name a few,
have not solved the overwhelming aggregate of the youth unemployment prob-
lem. Various elements such as the economic state, the number of skilled youth
versus the total number of jobs available, and young people preferring paid
work than starting their cooperatives influence youth unemployment (Garwe,
2014:2). This study aims to evaluate the effectiveness of NYSP in skill deve-
lopment of unemployed youth in North-West Province of South Africa.

Relevance of Research. The Department of Social Development (DSD) in
the North West Province was not an exception in developing programs to reduce
youth unemployment. In order to try to solve this problem, the Department im-
plemented the National Youth Service Program (DSD, 2016:33). The National
Youth Service Program (NYSP) involves young people’s participation in activities
that benefit the community while developing their abilities through service
and learning (DSD, 2019:34). The program was designed to address the question
of skills shortage and unemployment amongst the youth. In terms of the above
objectives, the NYSP must meet the elements of theoretical learning, experiential
learning/community service, and exit opportunities (NYDA, 2017:3). Further-
more, on completion of the skills development program, graduates should be
linked with economic and work opportunities.

The purpose of the article. South Africa has been facing a major challenge
of unemployment for the last three decades and this article address some of
these issues. The Small Micro Medium Enterprise (SMMEs) is of utmost im-
portance to the graduates in offering prospective employment. However, a chal-
lenge emerges in linking graduates to this sector (Gallagher, 2015:461). There
are government-led initiatives such as skills development programs to stren-
gthen the linkages between youth graduates and Small Medium Enterprise. The
effectiveness of these initiatives warrants scrutiny looking at the high unemploy-
ment of skills development program graduates in Ngaka Modiri Molema District
(NMMD). The failure to link identified potential employment and entrepreneu-
rial attitudes is emphasized to contribute to youth unemployment (Bell, 2016:2).
In furtherance, the author argues that entrepreneurial attitudes assist in searching
for work, preparation for entering the labour market, and ensuring that an in-
dividual’s abilities are recognized. However, the author alludes that the inability
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of the youth to acquire entrepreneurial attitudes increases this groups unem-
ployment. Finn (2015:3) believes that organizations appoint employees based on
skills and experiences received to determine productivity level. As such, the
younger a candidate is less likely to be appointed. Contrary to that, the older ap-
plicants are more likely to be appointed because of their skills and experience.

Scientific novelty of the article. Youth unemployment is a lack of access to
skills, including work experience, by this cohort required to move the economy
forward. Mtembu and Govender (2015:2) believe that youth unemployment in-
hibits economic development and acts as a burden on the government because it
must provide social assistance. Youth is not considered for employment by or-
ganizations despite obtaining qualifications from higher recognized and accre-
dited institutions. Matsouka (2016:1) emphasizes that organizations think of
the youth as being weak in applying the acquired knowledge in jobs that seek
skills. In furtherance, the author explains that companies are in search of youth
graduates with skills, and expect training or higher institutions to cultivate
and improve youth employability. The results have indicated that 61 % more
females are beneficiaries of the NYSP. It is evident that the DSD in the North
West Province has ensured that there are measures in place to empower young
women in NMMD.

Problem statement. The Department of Social Development (DSD) im-
plemented the NYSP across the North West Province from 2009 to date, inten-
ding to reduce unemployment and poverty among young people aged 18-35. In
the 2015/2016 financial year, the DSD upgraded the NYSP by involving Con-
struction Sector Education and Training. This was necessitated by the fact that
before 2015, the program’s beneficiaries received only attendance certificates
and not accredited certificates. As a result, there was no recognition when at-
tempting to further study or apply for employment. The Department in the
2015/2016 financial year appointed Sector Education and Training Authority
(SETA) accredited training providers to skill one hundred (100) youth in building
and civil construction NQF Level 3 in NMMD.

The DSD’s attempt to address youth unemployment through the NYS skills
development program has not borne as NMM district skilled youth remain un-
employed (StatsSA, 2019:59). Socio-economic effects are manifested as a result
of youth unemployment in the NMM district. These facts are proven by this co-
hort’s resentment towards government-led programs as they are considered to
raise hopes in getting employment, which government fails to provide. Youth
unemployment impedes the development of the economy and acts as a burden
on the government to ensure social assistance (Mtembu & Govender, 2015:2).
Furthermore, youth unemployment frustrations are evident through violence,
unrest within communities, and service delivery protests.

The study evaluated the effectiveness of the NYSP in developing skills
needed in the labour market, the interest of learners in the program, challenges
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faced by DSD in linking graduates with economic opportunities, and the role by
NYDA and critical stakeholders in ensuring the employability of these graduates.

Research objectives

i. To determine the effectiveness of the National Youth Service Program in
developing skills needed in the labour market.

ii. To determine stakeholder involvement in the conceptualization, imple-
mentation, monitoring, and evaluation of the skills development program.

Analysis of recent studies and publications. A study by Orr and Hovdhau-
gen (2014:47) reflects that policy developers and companies highlight that youth
unemployment results from graduates’ insufficient training, leading to a mis-
match between skills and job opportunities. The majority of companies consider
soft-skills to be of critical importance regarding the employability of graduates.
These skills include adapting to new situations, understanding more than two
languages, communication skills, and working in a team. Contrary to the above,
Garwe (2014:2) views youth unemployment as a challenge influenced by nume-
rous elements, including the number of skilled youth versus the total number of
jobs available, the economic state, and preference for paid work over establishing
own cooperatives.

Within the broader context of corporate governance, companies are obli-
gated to warrant corporate social responsibility. The South African government
introduced Employment Tax Incentives in 2014 in an attempt to scale down youth
unemployment. This incentive aimed to attract companies to employ youth to
return a tax payable at the end of the tax year (Finn, 2015:2). However, the study
found that the program had zero effect mainly because organizations are con-
cerned with ensuring productivity and sustainability. The South African govern-
ment developed and sponsored initiated programs to relieve youth employment.
These include the Second Chance Programme targeting young people who have
not completed higher education. The program offers unemployed youth that drop-
ped out of an opportunity to complete schooling. There are also programs in
Further Education Training and Sectoral Education and Training Authority
funded by the government to ensure that young people are skilled and emplo-
yable (NYDA, 2017:42).

Finn’s (2015:4) study reveals that regardless of government initiatives to ad-
dress youth unemployment, the gap between skills development and business
needs is growing. The study further highlights that findings obtained from labour
market data reports reflect that government-led initiatives such as learnerships,
Expanded Public Works Programme, and Community Based Programmes have
not unravelled the prodigious aggregate of the youth unemployment problem.
The graduate’s work-readiness challenge is one factor that escalates the rate of
youth unemployment in NMMD communities. Graduates possess accredited
certificates on a specific trade. A question that comes to mind is whether these
graduates are ready to enter the labour market. Prikshat Verma, et al. (2017:123)
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express work readiness “as possession of skills, knowledge, attitudes, and com-
mercial understanding intended to ensure that graduates make productive con-
tributions to organizational objectives on entry into the labour environment.”
This concept is becoming increasingly popular amongst employers as its impor-
tance is very vital in the labour market. The alarmingly high level of youth gra-
duate’s unemployment in NMMD influenced interest in conducting this study.

The effects of unemployment are detrimental as they affect the overall count-
ry’s economy. The unemployment data also performs as one of the factors uti-
lised to gauge investor sentiment or consumer confidence levels in an economy.
The investor sentiment considers the number of jobs added in a particular period
(Wise-Owl, 2016). A low level of unemployment could indicate a tight labour
market with a possible scarcity of skilled labour. On the contrary, a high unem-
ployment level could also point towards sparse employment opportunities in an
oversupplied labour market.

According to the Organisation for Economic Cooperation and Development
report (OECD, 2020), an unemployed person is currently not engaged in paid
employment or self-employment, presently accessible to work, and is eagerly
seeking employment opportunities. Soylu (2018:94) believes that unemployment
is the workforce’s availability in and out of the working environment, willing to
work for the available wage, and not finding work. In comparison, StatsSA
(2019:15) expresses unemployment as persons between the ages of 15-64 who
were available for work and would have commenced with employment in a set week.

The ILO (2020) describes employability skills as a set of knowledge, skills,
and ability to enter the job market and retain the job. Furthermore, Matsouka
(2016:321) expresses the concept as a set of attainments, personal attributes,
and understanding that individuals should possess to succeed in the work en-
vironment. Findings by Tanius et al. (2019:15) highlighted that the graduate’s
high performance on employability skills and agreed interpersonal skills have
become the most crucial skills industries require.

Moreover, if graduates lack these skills, they are likely to be disadvantaged in
the labour market. Harry and Chinyamurindi (2018:2) maintain that employa-
bility skills do not ascertain to secure employment, but only enhances employ-
ment chances. An understanding of employability issues provides individuals
with an opportunity to be aware of their potential, skills, attitudes, and knowledge
to become influential citizens and workers (Hooley, 2017:2). However, student
alertness regarding employability is overlooked, and this remains an unexplored,
yet essential perspective in South Africa (Chiwara & Chinyamurindi, 2017:2).

Research method. The study followed a quantitative approach aimed to fill
in the knowledge gap, which is achieved through critical reading and analysis
of what other researchers have identified (Bryman & Bell, 2014:36). Unemploy-
ment of national youth service graduates is a gap that has been identified within
the broader scope of graduate unemployment. The study data was collected in a
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cross-sectional survey. Primary data was collected for the study. It is described as
first-hand information to be collected by the researcher on a specific field. As
such, a self-developed questionnaire was used to collect the data. Closed-ended
questions were structured to guide respondents in answering, including enhan-
cing the comparability of answers in showing the relationship between variables
(Bell, 2016:6).

Study sample.The targeted population for the research was NYS graduates
residing in NMMD and the stakeholders who were involved in the program.
These are the beneficiaries of a skills development program funded by the De-
partment of Social Development (DSD) in the North West Provincial Govern-
ment in the 2015/2016 financial year. The size of a sample for this research study
was ninety (90) graduates and ten (10) stakeholders involved in the program.
Two different questionnaires were designed separately for graduates and stake-
holder. Calculations were based on the Confidence Level of 95 % and the Margin
of Error of 5 %. The study’s total population is one hundred and twenty-five (125)
with a sample size of one hundred (100). The large sample size represents the
population much better, and the research finding is more accurate.

Sampling method. The method of sampling for the study was simple random
probability sampling. Each member of the national youth service graduate popu-
lation and stakeholders stood a chance to be selected to participate in the study.
The technique provides accurate estimations, and its relevance is determined by
the methodology of this study, which is quantitative.

Data analysis. The researcher used the Statistical Package Social Science
(SPSS) software to analyze the data collected. The analysis used a comparison
of means, cross-tabulation, Chi-Square, regression analysis to examine the rela-
tionship between variables, bivariate analysis, including descriptive statistics
(Bryman & Bell, 2014:312).

Results and discussion. The study’s findings were established from ninety
(90) graduates and ten (10) stakeholders who participated in the NYSP in NMMD
municipality in the North West Province. All questionnaires distributed were
collected from the respondents, although some questions were not answered.

Table 1 shows that the dispersal for gender and reveals a higher percentage
for female graduates (67.78 %) in NMMD relative to that of male graduates

(32.22 %). These are the beneficiaries of the

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The age category of the NYSP graduates is presented in Table 2. The 26-35
years of age group was the majority, represented by 61.11 % of respondents. The
18-25-year-olds are the second highest with 30 %, while the 36-49 years of age
group occupies the third position with 8.89 %. The NYSP is a program that tar-
geted youth and was implemented in the 2016 financial year. All beneficiaries
were between the ages of 18-35 when recruited to the program.

The employment status of the surveyed graduates in NMMD is presented in
Table 3, where 83 % of the study respondents are unemployed; these are graduates
of the building and civil construction NQF Level 3 and, 16.67 % are employed
on a part-time basis. The high percentage of unemployment indicates that the
NMMD is one of the highly affected by graduate unemployment within the North
West province.

Table 4 gives a brief description of ten (10) stakeholders involved in the NYS
program. Stakeholders include community development practitioners from the
DSD, control works inspectors from the DPW, liaison officers from the tradi-
tional council, construction SETA training provider, community development
workers from the municipality and skills development manager from the NYDA.
It is imperative to determine the effectiveness of the National Youth Service
Program in developing skills that are needed in the labour market.

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Table 5 indicates that 71.1 % of the study participants maintain that they have
not been involved in construction work after graduating from the NYSP, whereas
28.8 % agree that they have been construction work experience after graduating
from the skills development program.

The results shown in Table 6 indicate that the p-value is greater (0.493) than
the significance level of 0.05, there is no relationship or association between gra-

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ding and civil construction skills are in demand in NMMD municipality, ho-
wever 10 % of casual workers disagree.

The results presented in Table 7 show that the p value (0.298) is greater than
the level of significance, p = 0.05. There is insufficient evidence to conclude
the relationship. There was no effect observed between the NYSP skills demand
within Tswaing and Mahikeng service points. The majority of the study res-
pondents who are unemployed, represented by 71.91 %, disagree that the mu-
nicipality in which they stay has contracted them in building low-cost houses,
whereas 12.36 % agree that the municipality has given them an opportunity to
build houses. Of those appointed on part-time basis, 6.74 % also agree to have
worked in the NMMD local municipalities housing projects. Contrary to that,
8.99 % disagree.

The results presented in Table 8 show that the p-value 0.014 is less than
the level of Significance level, which is 0.05. The results are statistically signifi-
cant. Results have shown that 44.44 % of the unemployed graduates have indeed
marketed their skills within the local municipalities of Tswaing and Mahikeng
and the district in general, whereas 38.89 % have not. Those who are part-time

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employed show that only 13.33 % have considered marketing Building and
Civil construction skills in the NMMD municipality.

Table 9 shows the association between graduates and marketing of NYSP
skills in the local municipality and NMMD. The p-value (0.056) is greater than
the level of significance p = 0.05. As much as 63.96 % of the study participants
agreed that the NYDA has indeed conducted cooperatives development work-
shops during the roll-out of the NYSP, including assisting young people with
cooperatives registration. On the contrary, 36.05 % of the respondents disagree.
Of unemployed respondents, 54.44 % % agree that the NYSP stakeholders have
assisted them in developing business plans mainly because they wanted to es-
tablish construction cooperatives as workshopped by the NYDA. These are the
graduates who have registered cooperatives, on the other hand 28.89 % of the
unemployed disagree to having being provided the assistance. Of the part-time
cohort, 14.47 % alluded that indeed the stakeholders have supported them, but
2.22 % disagree.

The correlation results in Table 10 show that the p-value is 0.103 and is more
than the level of significance p = 0.05. The results show that even though the
stakeholders assisted graduates in developing business plans, the business plans
are not funded. Of the study respondents, 100 % have indicated that their busi-
ness plans were not funded.

The results have indicated that 61 % more females are beneficiaries of the
NYSP. It is evident that the DSD in the North West Province has ensured that
there are measures in place to empower young women in NMMD. For the DSD,
it means achieving its strategic objective of building sustainable communities
through youth and women empowerment programs (DSD, 2016).

The results also reflect that the age of the graduates is between 18 and 49 years.
According to the NYP (2015), youth are those between the age of 18 and 35.
The variation shown by the results are attributable to the implementation of
the NYSP in 2016 fiscal year. The graduates who took part in the study were then

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in the age cohort of youth as prescribed by the NYP. The high unemployment
rate of NYSP as reflected in the results shows that NMMD municipality is highly
affected by lack of job creation and employment opportunities despite the ini-
tiatives by the South African government to skill the youth. This is likely to emer-
ge from the fact that, in the North West Province, in particular, municipalities,
there are high irregular, wasteful and fruitless expenditures. As a result, funding
of youth cooperatives becomes a challenge. Absorption of these graduates by the
DSD, or any social sector department or partner with a mandate of ensuring
youth development in the North West Province, to alleviate poverty and ease the
effects of graduate unemployment is also a challenge. The results in Table 2 show
stakeholders involved in the NYSP.

However, it is evident that not all social sector stakeholders were involved in
the program. For example, the Department of Human Settlement, South African
Association of Youth Clubs, Youth Desk, Department of Education, Department
of Rural Development, Department of Traditional Affairs, Department of Local
Government and the Office of the Premier. It is in this stage that the relevant
key sectoral stakeholders should be identified. The results have also indicated
that 70 % of stakeholders involved in the NYSP were line managers. These are
needed in all programs and projects, however, the absence of senior managers in
the NYSP from the conceptualisation stage had detrimental effects on the em-
ployment opportunities of the graduates even funding of the business plans.
Senior managers are critical stakeholders, particularly for decision making and
making commitments. It is likely that participation of these managers in the
NYSP could have ensured that there was an exit strategy for the graduates.
Evident from the analysis is a high percentage of respondents indicating that
they have not been involved in construction work after since completing the
skills development program to date. This is likely to have been condoned by the
failure of identification of critical stakeholders such as the Department of Hu-
man Settlement, Department of Rural Development, the Office of the Premier
and new venture creations focusing on construction work opportunities.

The Department of Human Settlement is mainly responsible in ensuring
habitable homes throughout the province. It achieves its primary objective
through the appointment of construction companies. The inability by the DSD
to identify this Department as a stakeholder for the NYSP has indeed compro-
mised the chances of graduates being involved in construction work in NMMD.
Participation of the Department of Human Settlement in the skills develop-
ment program would have ensured that the beneficiaries are utilised in building
RDP (Reconstruction and Development Program) houses in the NMMD mu-
nicipality, mainly because building and civil construction skills are required in
building low-cost houses. The Office of the Premier as the leading department in
youth development would have probably ensured cooperatives development and
funding of the entrepreneurial initiatives. The skills of building could have been
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employed from within the NMMD to ensure job creation and poverty allevia-
tion among youth.

It is apparent from the results that 71.11 % of the study participants main-
tain that building and civil construction skills are not in demand in the NMMD
municipality labour market. The results might be true mainly because the skills
these graduates have obtained are basic. Others might not consider obtaining a
certificate for the skill. Also, there is a large number of existing and emerging
construction companies in NMMD municipality. On the contrary, the North
West is a rural province, and NMMD municipality is semi-dessert.

The district is mostly affected by unemployment and poverty. Mahikeng
and Tswaing local municipalities are the worst affected in the NMMD. As a re-
sult, the skills possessed by the NYSP graduates are arguably in demand in the
NMMD municipality. Due to the nature of these municipalities and the fact
that they are socially and economically excluded, there are high possibilities that
communities cannot afford to pay for housing. However, this does not mean that
the skills acquired from the NYSP are not in demand. An argument that can be
brought forward is that the Department of Human Settlement is rolling out a
project of building RDP houses throughout the North West Province on a yearly
basis. This shows that the skills acquired from the NYSP are indeed in demand
in NMMD municipality. Highlighted in the results, the NMMD municipality
has not provided the graduates with opportunities in building of low-cost houses
despite marketing the acquired skills. The results are valid mainly because the
municipality does not budget for building of RDP houses, instead it identifies
families that are in need of proper housing and liaise with the Department of
Human Settlement and Local Development as these are key stakeholders in en-
suring housing for communities. The failure in identifying these stakeholders has
jeopardised the opportunity for graduates to be contracted in building houses
for own communities.

The findings show that there is no association between the graduates’ skills
and the building and civil construction level 3 and the demand in the NMMD
labour market. These findings concede an argument by Dagume, et al. (2016:61)
that young graduates might be possessing the skills or qualifications not required
in the labour market. Also, Daniels et al. (2017:2) posit that young graduates
have acquired skills not in demand, which shows a vast gap between what the
graduates possess and what the businesses are looking for.

The findings also confirm Bejokovic and Mrnjavac’s (2018:1848) argument
that job-specific skills can be acquired and used only in specific, depending on
the post’s actual professional content. The study also found that the main aspects
of youth unemployment are weak productivity growth and insufficient employ-
ment capacities of an economy. Furthermore, the findings confirm conclusions
by Ayhan (2016:269) that a mismatch between skills and the labour market is
the most problematic cause of youth unemployment increase. Coinciding with
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the authors and study findings is Young (2014) and Wobst (2014:6), who argue
that education systems do not provide young people with appropriate skills. It is
possible that graduates lack employability and work readiness skills required
in the labour market. When graduates lack these skills, they are likely to be di-
sadvantaged.

Lack of association between the NYSP graduates and the municipality in
building low-cost houses is evident from the findings despite initiatives by the
graduates in marketing their skills. The results find expression in Obisanya
(2017:19) argument that the inability to implement corporate social responsi-
bility by the municipalities affects the employment status of young people. Simi-
larly, Mavundla (2018:170) as well as Chetty and Naidoo (2015:204) maintain
that when organisations do not implement corporate social responsibility com-
munities will experience social exclusion, evident by poverty and high unemp-
loyment rate.

It is imperative that municipalities utilize the skills from within than out-
sourcing, mainly because these graduates were identified by the municipality
to be skilled in the NYSP. As such, contracting the same beneficiaries will
soothe the effects of unemployment and significantly contribute to the economy
of NMMD. Social responsibility includes adopting a position of support for
public issues, especially among the young unemployed. Economic organizations
must have social responsibility department programs to provide jobs for young
unemployed.

Findings reflect that 68.88 % of the NYSP stakeholders have assisted gra-
duates with the development of business plans, whereas 32 % disagree. The va-
riation might be due to a lack of entrepreneurial attitudes. The findings are si-
milar to Bell (2016:3), Soomro and Shah (2015:307) argument that, when indi-
viduals have entrepreneurial attitudes, they will identify opportunities and take a
step further in making things happen such as looking for assistance in pursuing
interest. Similarly, Galvao (2017:721) study emphasises that entrepreneurial atti-
tudes indicate how much individuals are willing to try and how much effort they
plan to achieve the desired goal. As such, stakeholders involved in the NYSP only
assisted graduates with interest in developing business plans. The findings coin-
cide with Omar and Rajoo (2016:372) that changes in graduates’ attitudes, a part-
nership amongst employers and universities to promote a beneficial environment
for the growth of entrepreneurship among graduates, can decrease unemploy-
ment among this cohort. The results also indicate that these business plans
were not funded. This concludes an argument by Ali and Jabeen (2016:103) that
youth are willing to take up self-employment, but due to a lack of capital, they are
unable to start economic activities. Governments have tried to identify measures
and implement policies to stimulate young people, to develop their businesses
even though the entrepreneurial ecosystem is not favourable for young people,
according to Homolova and Riel (2014).
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Conclusion. The study’s findings find expression in the global, regional,
and national context of youth unemployment, reflecting that multi-stakeholder
relations are critical in ensuring graduates’ smooth transition from tertiary in-
stitutions to labour markets. The following are the recommendations: stake-
holders’ identification by the Department of Social Development should take
place before the NYS program conceptualization. This is to ensure that stake-
holders are involved in the program from the initial stage. With stakeholder’s
participation in the skills development program’s conceptualization, it is likely
that they will be actively involved in the program until completion. Both the DSD
and stakeholders should analyse the labour market’s skills needs before concep-
tualizing the NYS program. Views and concerns of stakeholders should be con-
sidered for the successful implementation of the skills development program.
The program’s monitoring and evaluation should be carried out jointly by the
Department of Social Development and stakeholders. This will help identify chal-
lenges and come with corrective measures as a collective to address the problems
that might negatively impact achieving the program’s intended goals. Stakeholder
engagement and participation will also play a critical role in ensuring that lear-
ners completing the skills development program are linked to employment op-
portunities and are self-reliant.

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INTEGRATION OF WOMEN INTO LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCIES
IN UKRAINE: THE SOCIOLOGICAL DIMENSION

The article reveals the main trends in the process of feminization of law enforcement agen-
cies in Ukraine, the sociological study describes the features and contradictions of wo-
men’s professional activities in force structures and the state of gender stereotypes and gui-
delines of men and women in law enforcement agencies. The article aims to identify the so-
ciopsychological consequences of increasing the number of women in force law enforcement
agencies and the nature of the relationship between the formed views on the role and place of
women in law enforcement agencies and the relationship between women and men in this
professional environment. To achieve this goal, a sociological survey was conducted, during
which 784 employees of law enforcement agencies of Ukraine were interviewed (46.9 % wo-
men; 52.7 % men). The novelty lies in the definition of the main types of sexism in the pro-
fessional environment of law enforcement agencies, it is also established that in modern con-
ditions of formation of the gender structure of Ukrainian law enforcement agencies, ste-
reotypes and directives based on patriarchal notions are predominant in employees of
both genders that determine the recognition of lower and more limited professional abilities
of female employees, and in this regard, their auxiliary (contractual) role position in all types
of professional activities of law enforcement agencies. At the same time, the tendency of
transformation of gender stereotypes and attitudes is revealed, which is determined by the
strengthening of egalitarian and weakening of traditional stereotypes and attitudes of emp-
loyees of both sexes. It was found that the resource of gender tolerance (when the respon-
dent clearly indicated that gender does not matter) in force structures is in the range of
40-60 %, depending on the question. Respondents (both men and women) showed situational
gender flexibility, using both traditionally male (masculine) and female (feminine) models in
assessing the professional environment of law enforcement agencies for gender equality.
It is determined that women rate their abilities, competence, efficiency in force structures
higher than men. Characterization of the processes of feminization in force structures is
necessary to make timely and adequate efforts to remove or mitigate the emerging con-
tradictions.

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FORMATION OF INSTITUTIONAL GENDER EQUALITY
PROVISION IN WAGES IN UKRAINE

Further socialization of the labor market of Ukraine requires the intensification of social
and labor inclusion, which reflects the process of increasing the participation of women in
socially useful activities by creating conditions for the realization of their labor potential,
including by ensuring equal pay for work of equal value, which determined the purpose
of this publication: the formation of proposals for institutional support for equal pay for work
in Ukraine based on the analysis of the gender pay gap and taking into account the prog-
ressive foreign experience of institutional support for gender equality in wages. The metho-
dological basis are the fundamental provisions of modern economic theory in the context of
finding a model for ensuring gender equality in the labor market, the institutional provision
of equal pay for work of equal value; scientific achievements of foreign and domestic scientists
in the direction of effective use of women’s labor potential, ensuring decent work for all. To
achieve this goal, the following general and specific methods are used: the method of theo-
retical generalization, logical analysis in the process of studying the gender gap; systemic
method to determine the approach to ensuring gender equality in remuneration with the
improvement of gender policy in Ukraine; comparative analysis, synthesis and generaliza-
tion, in terms of research of methodological approaches to labor evaluation from the stand-
point of gender equality; methods of statistical analysis to assess the gender gap, including
in wages. As a result, the institutional provision of gender equality in remuneration in Uk-
raine, which meets the norms of the ILO Convention No. 100 “On Equal Remuneration
for Men and Women Workers for Work of Equal Value,” is further developed, with an analysis
of methodological approaches to discrimination in remuneration and justification for regu-
latory improvement of provision of gender equality in remuneration. The study identifies
Ukraine’s weak position, which increases the number of years to bridge the gender gap, which
creates a number of negative consequences for Ukraine’s economy, including loss of GDP,
reduced levels of savings and purchasing power. Implementation of the principles of the ILO
Convention No. 100 “On Equal Remuneration for Men and Women Workers for Work of
Equal Value” in Ukraine leads to the improvement of legal framework and the formation of
a comprehensive system of social institutions to reduce the gender pay gap. Based on the
study of foreign experience, approaches and methods of labor evaluation from the stand-
point of gender equality that can be applied in Ukraine are presented. Recommendations are
given for the formation of institutional support for gender equality in pay in Ukraine, which
include the detection of discrimination in pay based on the introduction of forms of repor-
ting, inspections, appeals of employees; determination of methodology and methods of
assessment of equal pay for work of equal value; creation of special authorities, institutes
that will deal with this issue, or expansion of the functions of existing ones; determination of
the system of sanctions for employers who violate the legislation of Ukraine in terms of equal
pay; coordination of regulatory and legal support regarding the definition of the categorical
apparatus and the mechanism of observance of the principle of equal remuneration for
work of equal value; conducting an information campaign on the protection of the rights
to equal pay for work of equal value, etc.

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DETERMINANTS OF SAVINGS
IN URBAN AND RURAL HOUSEHOLDS:
CASE OF SOUTH AFRICA

Savings have been described as a significant financial and economic matter and represent an
essential driving force of economic growth and development. Despite this, many studies investi-
gating the determinants of savings in South Africa have looked predominantly at the drivers of
savings only at a national level, without focusing on urban and rural differences. This is critical
as these localities are structurally different, with different characteristics. It is, therefore, likely
that the determinants of savings in these unique geographical localities would differ, given the
negative impact of past policies of marginalisation. The purpose of this paper is to examine the
urban-rural disparities in savings for South African households. We used data sourced from
the five waves of the National Income Dynamics Study (NIDS) observed from 2008-2017. The
novelty of this study is in its application of a novel two-stage least square estimation technique
which addresses possible endogeneity problems which might have plagued previous studies in this
field. It was concluded from the research that the determinants of savings are different across
samples (urban and rural). We found that having access to land is an important predictor of
savings in rural areas where the poor live (positive and significant), but the coefficient is not
significant in the urban sample. Although there was a positive correlation between income and
savings across samples, but the income impact on savings is higher in absolute values for house-
holds residing in rural areas, compared to household living in urban areas.We also found that,
despite the coefficient of employment being similar in the direction of the impact (positive and
significant) across the samples, the magnitude of the coefficient was stronger in the rural sample.
Based on the higher magnitude of the coefficient, we found that household size has more effect
in urban than rural areas. The study recommends that government should design and imple-
ment policies that foster job creation, even low-skilled jobs, which will generate more income and
reduce unemployment.

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Descrition of the research problem. Although South Africa is classified as
an upper-middle-income economy (also one of Africa’s economic powerhouse),
savings remain low by international standards. The country’s gross domestic
saving rate is well below that of its emerging market peers (Brazil, Russia, India
and China). Savings rates in 2011 stood at 17.23 % for Brazil, 33.76 % for Russia,
34.98 % for India, 52.78 % for China, respectively, but South Africa recorded a
mere 16.6 % (SARB, 2015; World Bank, 2018). Similar trends were observed
in other African countries during the same period, with Botswana recording
26.15 % and Nigeria 24.41 % (OECD, 2017; World Bank, 2018).

Even more disturbing is the continual deterioration in household savings.
Contrary to other developing countries, household savings are too low by South
Africa’s standards. Household saving rates in 2010 were in the region of 25 % for
India and 28 % for China, whereas South Africa recorded a negligible -0.8 %
(RBI, 2014; SARB, 2015). Comparatively, the net savings by households in South
Africa was —0.63 % in 2009 before improving slightly to an average of -0.21 % in
2011 (SARB, 2012; Chipote & Tsegaye, 2014). There was a slight improvement
from -0.50 % in the last quarter of 2016 to -0.30 % in the first quarter of 2017
(De Vos et al., 2020). These comparisons suggest that South Africa’s declining
savings compromise the country’s ability to grow faster.

The literature is full of evidence suggesting that low savings leave individual
households exposed to income shocks, limit them from building assets and add
to the obligation of the state to provide retirement assistance (Chipote & Tsegaye,
2014; De Vos et al., 2020). Scholars such as De Vos et al. (2020) argue that a low
savings rate impedes sustainable economic growth and development, which
places more burden on the country current account balances. De Vos et al.
(2020) contend that low savings in South Africa are a severe impediment for
the country to reach the goal of realising increased economic growth and sub-
stantial poverty reduction in the absence of increased external inflows.

However, in the South African context, the temptation to begin any ana-
lysis on poverty, unemployment, inequality and savings from a historical per-
spective is factual, in the context of a history of past policies of disenfran-
chisement that championed the interests of a particular race at the expense of
another (May & Norton, 1997; Zwane, 2020). According to May and Norton
(1997), the institutionalised policies of apartheid left a large section of the po-
pulation outside the mainstream economy, excluding them from conventional
savings and saving instruments. As studies on South Africa have shown, using
its institutionalised policies, the apartheid system meant that Africans, in par-
ticular, were restricted to low-income jobs and were most affected by unemp-
loyment and landlessness (May & Norton, 1997; De Vos et al., 2020). This was
not a historical accident, but the result of deliberate policies that deprived black
people of their productive assets, gave them a low-grade education, kept them
out of skilled work and restricted them to Bantustans, which were densely po-
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pulated, and had limited economic opportunities (May & Norton, 1997; De
Vos et al., 2020). In a recent study, Zwane (2020) claims that the apartheid system
forced the black population into homelands or rural areas where they were not
permitted to obtain quality education which might lead them to aspire to po-
sitions in society that they would not be allowed to hold. The colonial and le-
gislated oppressive regime of apartheid precluded opportunities and develop-
ment in formerly black African areas (Von Fintel & Fourie, 2019).

In particular, years of segregation resulted in establishing a poor, primarily
rural, black population that was reliant on the sale of its labour (ANC, 1994). In
their work, Ashley and Maxwell (2001) argued that South Africa is one of the
countries where poverty, unemployment, and inequality are prominent and seem
to be worsening for the black African sections of society, particularly those li-
ving in rural areas. In their landmark statement, Ashley and Maxwell (2001: 395),
cited in Zwane (2020), argued that: “[p]overty is not only widespread in rural
areas [where Africans live], but most poverty is rural, at least for now”.

The aim of the study and innovation character. Despite the complications
caused by apartheid in South Africa, savings have been described as a signifi-
cant financial and economic matter and represent an essential driving force of
economic growth and development as a whole (Mogale et al., 2013). None-
theless, international research on the differences in savings determinants bet-
ween urban and rural areas is very scarce due to data constraints. In the case of
South Africa, although the literature is relatively rich in studies on the deter-
minants of savings at a national level (Mogale et al., 2013; Chipote & Tsegaye,
2014; De Vos et al., 2020), they have significant drawbacks.

Firstly, the results from these studies are characterised by unusual levels of
ambiguity relative to economic expectations. Such ambiguities are not helpful,
given that the majority of these studies have mainly focused on macro-level ana-
lysis, leaving the microeconomic aspects as a fissure in the literature. Regrettably,
macro-level analysis overlooks individual heterogeneity that explicitly reflects
diverse influences of savings behaviour by individuals. Secondly, some of these
studies have looked predominantly at the drivers of savings only at a national
level, without considering the urban and rural divide. Previous studies on the
determinants of savings have not estimated and compared results for samples
split by geographical areas (urban and rural) separately. This is critical as these
localities are structurally different, with different characteristics. It is, therefore,
likely that the determinants of savings in these unique geographical localities
would differ, given the negative impact of past policies of marginalisation. Thir-
dly, the statistical inference of many of the previous studies relied on cross-sec-
tional data implementing a standard ordinary least-squares model, which, ac-
cording to Posel (2016), fails to account for endogeneity and heterogeneity of
cross-sectional units when compared to panel data. The reason for this might be
due to the absence of long-running national representative micro-data with a
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panel structure since the National Income Dynamics Study (NIDS) was com-
missioned in 2008 (SALDRU, 2016).

The purpose of the current study is to examine the urban-rural differences
in savings for South African households. This paper contributes to and expands
on the existing literature in three ways: (i) We endeavoured to correct the de-
ficiencies linked to cross-sectional data by exploiting all five waves of the newly
available large and rich first nationally representative panel survey, the Natio-
nal Income Dynamics Study observed between 2008-2017 in bi-annual waves
(SALDRU, 2016). (ii) We employed appropriate panel data estimation tech-
niques to address serious econometric concerns (heterogeneity and endoge-
neity), which cannot be accounted for easily in pure time-series and cross-sec-
tional models. (iii) We investigated the urban-rural differences in savings for
South African households.

To our best knowledge, there are no known empirical studies that have di-
saggregated data into urban and rural zones in South Africa, despite the critical
role played saving in reverse the poverty curse. Disaggregating data in this way
is novel, given that previous studies have only focused on these drivers at a natio-
nal level. Different estimations are done on samples based on urban and rural
areas, and this article identifies the main factors that correlate for regional savings
differentials to contribute to specific policies targeting the poor. The rest of the
paper is arranged as follows. Section 2 presents a brief review of the existing
empirical literature on savings. Section 3 discusses the dataset and practical me-
thods applied in this paper. The penultimate section discusses the results. Con-
cluding remarks are presented in the final section.

Analysis of recent studies and publications. The empirical and theoretical
literature on savings behaviour is well established (see for example, Wakabayashi
& Mackellar, 1999; Horioka & Wan, 2007; Adewuyi et al., 2010; Mahlo, 2011;
Mogale et al., 2013; Kudaisi, 2013; Chipote & Tsegaye, 2014; De Vos et al., 2020).
The findings have repeatedly generated debate among researchers, with no clear
empirical answer regarding the critical determinants of savings. The theoretical
basis of savings behaviour can be sketched as far back as Friedman’s (1957) per-
manent income theory to Ando and Modigliani’s (1963) life-cycle theory. As
observed by Adewuyi (2010) and Kudaisi (2013), economic theories on sa-
vings behaviour (permanent income theory and life-cycle theory) present in-
sights into possible factors likely to influence savings. For example, both theo-
retical frameworks cited above consider the household disposable income to be
the primary driver of savings since it is lack of income that mainly contributes
to low savings.

According to the permanent income theory propounded by Friedman
(1957), individual current consumption is directly associated with the measure
of permanent or lifetime disposable income. This theory assumes that house-
holds are responsible for sustaining a constant consumption path by allocating

lifetime resources equitably in each period (Mbuthia, 2011). In each period,
consumption is comparable to the permanent household income (Adewuyi
et al., 2010). According to Mbuthia (2011), permanent income is often seen as
the amount of compensation that presents individuals with the same current
value of lifetime assets as implied by actual inter-temporal budget constraints.

On the contrary, the life-cycle theory advocated by Ando and Modigliani
(1963) assumes that households distribute lifetime consumption across their
lives by accruing savings during their working lives and sustaining consumption
levels during retirement. Concerning consumption and savings, the life-cycle
theory put more emphasis on the importance of the age structure of indivi-
duals (Modigliani, 2005). Based on this theory, individuals smooth consumption
over time (Mbuthia, 2011), considering the projected changes in their assets in-
fluenced by education and age distribution (Modigliani, 2005; Modigliani &
Brumberg, 1954). The theory views young people as non-savers in the early
working stages of their life, and the aged are assumed to be net borrowers (Mo-
digliani & Brumberg, 1954). In their study, Modigliani and Brumberg (1954)
argue that people’s disposable income is initially low, and consumption is often
greater than income.

In the second phase of people’s lifetime, the middle-aged accumulate human
capital, thus improving their incomes beyond their consumption levels (Abu et
al., 2013). According to Modigliani and Brumberg (1954), middle-aged indi-
viduals can often pay off debts they accrued in their earlier years, thus making
saving for retirement imminent. The last phase is when individuals reach retire-
ment age, income drops to zero and savings decline, creating the humped-shape
of the life-cycle hypothesis (Abu et al., 2013). Therefore, people would fall back on
their past savings to smooth consumption (Abu et al., 2013). The life-cycle theory
assigns an essential function to household income and the age composition of the
population as significant determinants of savings (Dirschmid & Glatzer, 2004).

However, researchers and policymakers alike have questioned the relevance
of the life-cycle theory for emerging economies. Researchers suggest that such a
model of savings behaviour might not be appropriate for economies with low-
income levels, South Africa included. Individuals with low-incomes might find
it difficult to save enough during their early years to support consumption in old
age, as the model suggests and definitely not to the same extent as individuals
with higher incomes or living in wealthier nations. Some scholars argue that
the life-cycle theory showed serious deficiencies when tested empirically. For
example, Carrol and Summers (1991) reported that, unlike the life-cycle theory
predictions, the cross-sectional profile of consumption in various countries seems
to be well-explained by the cross-section of current income in those countries
relative to a cross-section of expected lifetime income.

In both develoed and developing countries, a large number of studies are
investigating the determinants of savings in both developed and developing
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countries. However, the empirical results has been mixed and inconclusive.
In fact, researchers hold different views regarding the real determinants of sa-
vings. Scholars holding these views can be grouped into two exclusive groups.
The first group has found evidence of a positive causal nexus between household
disposable income and savings, supporting the life-cycle theory. For instance,
Wakabayashi and Mackellar (1999) applied the life-cycle theory as a basic model
and used longitudinal data for China spanning 1993 to 1998. To validate the life-
cycle theory, they reported that disposable household income was positively
associated with savings. Similarly, Horioka and Wan (2007) used China’s pro-
vinces as a test centre and applied a panel-data function using the 1995 to 2004
Chinese household survey. Horioka and Wan (2007) reported that the lagged
household disposable income had a positive and statistically significant impact
on savings. However, the performance of age structure had no significant effect
in Chinese provinces.

Adewuyi et al. (2010) modified the household savings function to capture
the different features of the Economic Community of West African States
(ECOWAS) and reported similar findings. The panel-data estimation techniques
were estimated using longitudinal data from 1980 to 2006. In agreement with
the findings of Horioka and Wan (2007), Adewuyi et al. (2010) reported a po-
sitive relationship between savings and income for ECOWAS countries. Arriving
at a similar conclusion, Mogale et al. (2013) used a co-integrating vector auto-
regressive framework and reported that income growth rate was positively asso-
ciated with savings in South Africa. These results concur with the work of
Mahlo (2011), who applied an ordinary least squares (OLS) regression tech-
nique to assess the savings behaviour of South African households. Using data
drawn from 1990-2009, Mahlo (2011) also reported a positive relationship be-
tween household savings and income in South Africa. De Vos et al. (2020) in-
vestigated determinants of savings among non-Ricardian households (NRH) in
South Africa using National Income Dynamics Study (NIDS) data from 2008 to
2017. Using pooled OLS, fixed and random effects methods, the authors re-
ported that household grants contributed positively to savings. Furthermore,
the authors found that the level of savings was still considerably low. The low-in-
come households in South Africa represented true NRHs, as many have zero or
negative savings (De Vos et al., 2020). The limitation of this study is that the
authors did not conduct an endogeneity test to ascertain the result.

The second group consists of scholars who firmly reject the proposition
that increased income exerts a positive impact on savings (see for instance,
Chipote & Tsegaye, 2014; Simleit et al., 2011). In their paper, Chipote and Tsegaye
(2014) used time series annual data covering 1990-2011 and applied the Johan-
sen co-integration and the error correction mechanism for South Africa. Chi-
pote and Tsegaye (2014) found a negative association between household in-
come and savings in South Africa. The results from their study contradict the
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life-cycle theory’s postulation of a positive relationship between income and
savings. However, they agree with those of Simleit (2011), who concluded that
an increase in South Africa’s GDP leads to a simultaneous increase in consum-
ption due to optimism and a drop in the savings rate. These findings contradict
the work of the studies discussed earlier.

It is evident from the literature review that scholars are still far from rea-
ching consensus concerning the real determinants of savings. The differing re-
sults could be due to the econometric techniques used, the period of investiga-
tion and the research methodologies applied. Another reason might be that
most studies are based on cross-sectional datasets, which cannot address serious
issues of endogeneity bias and heterogeneity of cross-sectional units compared
to panel data. Additional reasons could be that contemporary savings theories
do not focus on low-income households, which are in the majority in developing
nations. Hence, little is known about the real factors influencing saving in such
countries. Despite the significant role played by savings in determining people’s
escape from poverty or alternatively, their plunge into poverty over time, there
is to date no known empirical study in South Africa that have investigated the
determinants of savings on samples split location (urban and rural). This is cri-
tical as these localities are structurally different, with different characteristics. It
is, therefore, likely that the determinants of savings in these unique geogra-
phical localities would differ, given the negative impact of past policies of di-
senfranchisement. Our study’s point of departure from the previous empirical
work on South Africa is that we split our data into urban and rural localities to
identify the factors that affect these two unique areas based on the magnitude of
the coefficients. Segregating data in this way has never been done in South Africa.
In addition, with data from all the existing five waves of the NIDS (which ear-
lier scholars did not have the opportunity to use), our work is the most comp-
rehensive in evaluating the determinants of household savings within these re-
gions. We used powerful panel data models (fixed-effects, random effects and
IV-2SLS), which have not often been used in South Africa. Hence, this study
will fill up the gap in the South African literature.

Data and research methods. This study used data obtained from the NIDS
from 2008 to 2017. The Wave One data set was administered in 2008, and the
other waves were done in 2010, 2012, 2015 and 2017, respectively (SALDRU,
2016). The NIDS is South Africa’s first nationally representative panel data that
follows individuals over time (SALDRU, 2009). The University of Cape Town
provides the NIDS data, and the South African Labour and Research Unit
(SALDRU) is the executing agency (SALDRU, 2016). The NIDS is a panel survey
of individuals of all ages across South Africa, which is conducted every two years
(SALDRU, 2016). An all-inclusive description of the NIDS data set may be found
at www.nids.uct.ac.za. The panel structure of NIDS, now extended to five waves,
offer significant benefit for our analysis. The advantage of the NIDS data is that

it covers a comprehensive series of information on individual and household
demographics, consumption, income, employment, health, well-being, fertility,
mortality, migration, education, vulnerability and social capital (SALDRU, 2016).
In addition to the dependent variables (household savings), we utilised nume-
rous control factors in the empirical analysis. We employed numerous factors
documented in the literature as independent variables and critical determinants.
Some of these were employment status, gender, race and age of the household
head, household size, provincial dummies and indicator variables for household
location (rural or urban). The inquiry focused on the determinants of savings in
various settlement types, and the data were differentiated into two unique sam-
ples (urban and rural). Table 1 presents a list of the variables used in this study.

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Directed by the literature, particularly Horioka and Wan (2007), Kudaisi
(2013), Abu et al. (2013) and De Vos et al. (2020), our study applied panel data
models to investigate the determinants of urban and rural households saving
behaviour in South Africa. We began by implementing a panel fixed and ran-
dom effects model. The major attraction of the random effect technique is that it
accounts for time-invariant factors (Baltagi, 2008; Angrist & Pischke, 2009). The
model is used if specific individual effects are assumed to be uncorrelated with
the error term (Baltagi, 2008). The fixed effects model relaxes this assumption
and allows specific individual effects and the error term to be correlated (An-
grist & Pischke, 2009). We performed the Hausman test to choose the most re-
levant and appropriate model, fixed effects or random effects, consistent with
the literature (Baltagi, 2008; Angrist & Pischke, 2009). The following multiva-
riate specifications were estimated:

Fixed effects specification

Following the approach adopted by Horioka and Wan (2007), Balde (2011)
and Abu et al. (2013), we implemented a 2SLS to mitigate the problem of endog-
eneity bias.

Two-stage least-square specification

where LogSav, measures our dependant variable, thus savings for household i at
time t (t = 5). Previous research states that the life-cycle theory (discussed further
below) recommends that savings should be dependent on the growth rate of in-
come (Ando & Modigliani, 1963; Adewuyi et al., 2010). Guided by the literature
in this field (Horioka & Wan, 2007; Balde, 2011; Abu et al., 2013), we then used
LogIncome,, indicating household disposable income. On the other hand, X;, in-
dicates the vector of various socio-economic variables that has an impact on
savings (see Table 1). The subscript B, defines the model’s estimated coeflicients;
W, denotes the error term; ), captures unobserved individual heterogeneity.
However, a significant setback commonly associated with the empirical mo-
dels discussed thus far is that the techniques fail to account for the joint endo-
geneity resulting from the reverse relationship between the variables of interest.
Practical work has found that disposable income is endogenous to savings, in-
dicating that, while an increase in income results in increased savings, increasing
savings might also lead to increased income growth (Baldé 2011; Loayza et al,,
1999). The causality that might exist between savings and income growth rate
would result in a correlation between the control variables and disturbance term,

therefore violating the linear regression model (Baldé 2011; Abu et al., 2013;
De Vos et al., 2020). Besides, it is problematic to determine the influence of
the explanatory variable on savings and estimate such an association results in
potential endogeneity bias.

Although this paper hypothesises a direct impact resulting from house-
hold disposable income to savings, we would expect that reverse causality is also
feasible. This suggests that the appropriate model in this study would be the one
that addresses the endogeneity bias (Horioka & Wan, 2007; Balde, 2011). After
conducting several tests, we concluded that our preferred choice of model to
account for a possible endogeneity bias should be an instrumental variables
approach in the form of a two-stage least square (IV-2SLS) model. Following
previous studies, we attempted to address endogeneity concerns by using the
lagged value of income as an instrument, consistent with the work of Horioka
and Wan (2007), Balde (2011) and Abu et al. (2013).

The main findings of the study. Before presenting the empirical results
obtained by implementing the empirical regressions, we began by analysing some
descriptive statistics. Figure 1 displays the kernel density of household income
for families living in rural and urban areas. This figure presents evidence of the
variation in living standards between households residing in these two unique
areas. From Figure 1, it can be seen that the rural population is worse off com-
pared to their urban counterparts. This is because urban income distribution is
positioned to the right-hand-side of the rural regions and its widespread. The
results suggest that rural households earn less than their urban counterparts.
The same scenario can be observed in Figure 2, which considers household sa-
vings distribution within these two unique geographical areas. In Figure 2, we see
that the distribution bell is skewed to the right. The results seem to suggest that
urban households save more than their rural counterparts. Figure 3 and 4 plot

the log of household income variable against the log of savings variable in the
rural and urban areas using scatter plots. What emerges from these figures is a
strong positive relationship between savings and income in both regions. The
results suggest that, as household income rises, savings move in the same direc-
tion, reinforcing the predictions of the life-cycle theory.

Although the graphical analysis presented above offers remarkable insight,
the analysis does not permit us to determine the statistical significance of various
explanatory variables on savings. The panel data model results shown in Tables 2
and 3 below undertakes to bridge this gap. Before discussing the empirical re-
sults, we first applied the Hausman test to determine the most appropriate tech-
nique between the fixed effects and the random-effects models (Hausman, 1978).
In our study, it is observed that the probability value of the Hausman test (1978)
presented at the bottom of Table 2 is less than 0.05, rejecting the null hypothesis.
Thus, concluding that the fixed-effects model is a more appropriate technique
than the random-effects estimator (see the bottom of Table 2 below). Therefore,
the results of the fixed-effects model are presented and discussed in this paper.

The analysis presented in Table 2 is displayed for the samples split into urban
and rural localities (columns 2 and 3). Interestingly, the estimated coefficients of
these samples are mostly different from one another (urban and rural). The dif-
ferences are in terms of the magnitude, level of significance and the direction of
the impact. These differences confirm the importance of segregating urban and
rural samples in any inquiry. Segregating the determinants of savings in these
two unique samples appears to present some nuances and valuable insights.

For instance, we find that having access to land is a strong predictor of sa-
vings (positive and significant) in rural areas, while the coefficient is not signi-
ficant in the urban sample. Thus, the findings suggest that landholding is still
a substantial component of diverse rural livelihoods and can help rural emerging
farmers who want to be involved in large-scale farming. Moreover, the results
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fit the theme of the continuing debates in the country concerning land reform
and inclusive growth by potentially distributing state-owned land and exprop-
riating land acquired during colonial and apartheid times (Von Fintel & Fourie,
2019). The other correlates of saving also prove interesting. We found that the
employment status of the head of household matters a lot in explaining savings in
rural areas. It is positive and significant at a 1 % level of significance, while the
coefficient is not significant in the urban sample. These results are to be expected,
given that people can only put aside a certain portion of their income if they
are employed (see for example, Issahaku, 2011). These positive results concur
with those of Issahaku (2011) for Nadowli, a deprived district capital in Ghana.
Additionally, we found that household income is a strong predictor of savings in
the rural sample, based on the higher magnitude of the coefficient. The positive
results support the hypotheses that, as household disposable income rises, sa-

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vings move in the same direction, a result first supported by Ando and Modigliani
(1963) and Friedman (1957) in their seminal works. The results also support
those reported in previous studies in developing countries, such as Igbal et al.
(2018) for urban and rural Pakistan. While many scholars arrived at a similar
conclusion, this result and its theoretical foundations are not universal and
still debated (Carrol & Summers, 1991).

Consistent with expectations, household size had a negative and statistically
significant coefficient in both samples (urban and rural). In accordance with
the life-cycle theory, an increase in the number of individuals in a household
would increase the marginal propensity to consume, and the marginal propensity
to save would be compromised (Nigus, 2015). These results align with those of
Nigus (2015). Nigus (2015) pinned the negative association with the increased
dependency ratio. Marital status is another significant predictor of savings and is
positive and significantly related to savings in both samples. However, years of
education do not appear to be important in explaining savings in both samples, a
somewhat unexpected result. This scenario can be attributed to the consumerist
culture adopted by the South African population, as many people reveal con-
sumption behaviour not fit for their income levels. Generally, most provincial
dummies appear to be insignificant across samples for South Africa, consistent
with De Vos et al. (2020).

To ensure that the results presented in Table 2 are not biased due to endo-
geneity problems, the study estimated equation 3 with the lagged value of inco-
me, as suggested by Horioka and Wan (2007), Balde (2011) and Abu (2013). In
addition, we executed other specification tests to ensure that the instrument
used was relevant. As can be observed from the bottom of Table 3, the Lagrange
multiplier (LM) test for under-identification reveals that the regressor is not
under-identified (p-value = 0.000). Moreover, the Cragg-Donald Wald F statistic
developed by Cragg and Donald (1993) is large (9316.572) compared to the
Stock-Yogo weak ID test critical values. For these reasons, we concluded that
there was no problem with weak instruments. We further conducted an endo-
geneity test to establish whether to implement the IV-2SLS estimator or whether
the findings from the fixed effects technique would be adequate. The findings in-
dicated that the IV-2SLS model is indeed a method to be pursued. Perhaps what
is more insightful is a comparison of the fixed effects results presented earlier
with the results of the IV-2SLS model. Again, there are some noticeable dif-
ferences between the estimates derived from the fixed-effects model and those
generated by the IV-2SLS estimator, confirming the significance of addressing
endogeneity bias concerns. The estimates reported in Table 3 are different from
each other, thus the rural and urban sample.

The results indicate that having access to land is still critical in explaining
savings in rural areas (positive and statistically significant), while the coeflicient
is still insignificant in the urban sample. These results fit well with subsistence
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farming characteristics and the likelihood of having adequate livestock that
might anchor a rural household and potentially permit them to trade any sur-
plus with other subsistence farmers and possibly generate additional income.
Even though the estimated coefficient of income is positive and significantly re-
lated to saving, the magnitude is slightly smaller when the IV-2SLS is pursued.
The smaller coeflicient derived from the IV-2SLS estimator suggests that the
fixed-effects model overstates the influence of household disposable income.
Within the framework of the IV-2SLS, we also observed that the magnitude of
the coefficient is slightly higher in the rural than the urban sample.

After controlling for endogeneity, other differences emerged. We observed
that employment status is positive and statistically significant across the sample,
contrary to the results observed in Table 2. The IV-2SLS results confirm the
long-standing argument that households can only save if they are unemployed.
We also observed that the coeflicient of the head of household’s age is different
from the fixed-effects estimates, which is positive and significant across the
samples. This implies that household savings rise with the age of the household
head, as was found by Rehman (2010). We also observed that, while the esti-
mated coefficient of household size is still negative and significant, the magnitude
of the coeflicient is small in absolute values in the urban sample when the I'V-2-
SLS model is pursued. The gender of the head of the household still matters in
determining savings (enter with negative and significant coeflicient across). We
find that race dummies (Coloured; Indians; White) are in line with previous stu-
dies (Qabazi, 2018; De Vos et al., 2020).

Conclusion and policy implications. This paper’s objective was to examine
the urban-rural differences in household savings in South Africa. We used data
sourced from the five waves of the National Income Dynamics Study (NIDS)
observed between 2008-2017. The study applied a novel two-stage least square
estimation technique to address possible endogeneity problems, which might
have plagued previous studies in this field. It was concluded from the research
that the determinants of savings are different across samples (urban and rural).
For instance, we find that having access to land is an important predictor of
savings in rural areas (positive and significant), while the coefficient is not sig-
nificant in the urban sample. Although there is a positive correlation between
income and savings across samples, income has more effect in rural areas based
on the more significant magnitude of the coefficient. We also found that, despite
the coefficient of employment being similar in the direction of the impact (po-
sitive and significant) across the samples, the magnitude of the coeflicient was
stronger in the rural sample. Remarkably, we found that the effect of household
size had more impact in urban than rural areas based on the higher magnitude
of the coeflicient. The policy implication for this is that the South African go-
vernment should design and implement policies that foster job creation and re-
duce unemployment. Thus, there is a need to introduce policies in rural areas
that would help improve income level of the people. An improvement in hou-
sehold income would result improved saving ratio, and again need to teach in-
dividuals about saving and provide saving based schemes with incentives. Initia-
tives for promoting economic diversification and gainful employment creation
should be intensified. Moreover, rural development strategies should emphasise
the provision of agricultural infrastructure, promote productivity, growth by
adopting improved technology and community development to exploit areas of
competitive advantage by shared community resources. This would also increase
household income, an essential ingredient for improved savings.

Article 22 "State language in the field of science". Scientific articles and materials are pre-
pared and published in the state — Ukrainian and English languages.

The length of accepted manuscripts should be 21 pages (including references and exten-
ded summaries) of A4 format, 1.5 spacing. All margins — 2 c¢m, indent — 1.27 cm, font:
Times New Roman 14 pt saved in Word for Windows (*.doc). The articles are accepted in Uk-
rainian or English.

The author should also sign the License Agreement to agree with publication in the
Journal (the Form of Agreement is available at the web-site).

Every manuscript should be classified with UDC, JEL Classification Codes, each author
is an ORCID, Scopus ID, Researcher ID. The scheme of situation of abbreviations, font sizes,
intervals, structure of paragraphs and subparagraphs, as well as references.

At the beginning of the article, authors’ name and surname should be placed, as well as
their academic degree and rank, position, affiliation, postal and electronic address, the publi-
cation’s title, summary and the key words — in two languages.

The article should consist of the next structural components: description of the re-
search problem, relevance of the theme, innovative character, analysis of the recent studies
and publications, research methods, setting of the article’s goal and tasks, the main findings of
the study, conclusions and prospects of future studies in the field. The references are placed in
the end of the article.

The Summary in Ukrainian and English should be within 300-400 words (not less
than 1,800 printed signs).

Mandatory guidelines for the Summary: informing character (no general words); well-
developed structure (successive logic of description of the article’s findings: relevance of the
study, the main purpose, novelty, research methods, should be assured); relevant (descrip-
tion of article’s main contents; define the study’s main tasks; summarize the key findings and
their importance); detailed definition of the author’s contribution (which positions are deve-
loped, proposed, defined, justified, made, revealed, etc.); compact character.

Author’s summary should: explain the study’s approaches, but without methodological
details; provide no references and abbreviations.

The author can do the social work in Literature once for his own scientific work. All
sources must be registered according to the international bibliographic standard APA-2010.
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All manuscripts are subjects for internal and external review by the members of the
Editorial Board, and experts from the respective research fields. The Editorial Board should
receive at least one external review and at least one internal review. To ensure the fair exami-
nation of scientific value of manuscript, an independent blind review can be used
(without mentioning the names of authors and reviewers).

The Editorial Board has a privilege to review, edit, abridge (not changing author’s
opinion), and select the manuscripts. In case of a negative review or important remarks,
the manuscript can be returned to the author (authors) for working out. Declined manu-
scripts should not be returned. The manuscripts submitted with no consideration of the
mentioned requirements, cannot be published in the Journal. The reviewed manuscripts
are examined by the Editorial Board of the Journal and recommended by the Scientific
Council of the Institute.

THE PROCESS OF REVIEWING THE ARTICLES
SUBMITTED TO THE SCIENTIFIC JOURNAL
DEMOGRAPHY AND SOCIAL ECONOMY

I. Academic papers submitted to the Editorial Office have to pass through the process of
reviewing by highly qualified experts in the relevant research fields. The experts hold the
academic degrees (Doctors of Science or Candidates of Science (PhD) and have experience in
the related studies, as well as academic publications. In case of a need, the Chairman of the
Editorial Board invites additional scientific experts.

If authors’ views significantly differ from the reviewer’s views, the article is submitted to
the third party reviewer, while it is also discussed at the meeting of the Editorial Board. The
reviewers are invited by the Chairman of the Editorial Board and the Deputy Chairman.

The blind peer review of two experts is conducted for all papers.

II. The reviewer should work on the article within 10-12 business days since the date of
receipt and submit his/her review to the Editorial Board in person or by e-mail. If the reviewer
is unable to review this article (for example, due to a conflict of interest), he/she should send
the motivated rejection within 3 days.

The length of reviewing is identified individually in order to ensure the most expeditious
publication of the article, but must not exceed two weeks.

III. The review should clearly indentify the theoretical or practical significance of the
study, and estimate the links between the article’s title, objectives and conclusions with the
existing scientific concepts. The reviewer should evaluate author’s personal contribution to
the study of research problems, its relevance and novelty; determination of which category
the article belongs to: contains scientific results, scientific-methodical or review. It is purpo-
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seful to mention the conformity of style, logics and comprehensibility of the presentation of
research findings, as well as completeness and adequacy of representation in the title and
the extended abstracts. Authors’ conclusions might be evaluated in terms of reliability and
validity, as well as ethical considerations, including plagiarism.

The review should be based on the proposed form, signed by the reviewer with identi-
fying his affiliation, position, academic degree and title, date of signing the review.

IV. In the review provides additional comments and suggestions for the author, the
paper is sent to the author with a confidential review.

When finalizing the articles with regard to the comments of reviewers, the author should
mark the revised text, as well as amendments in the text, tables, figures and other additional
information in order to enable the timely informing of the reviewer about the accepted
suggestions.

After article’s updating, the texts are sent to the reviewer to verify the accuracy of the
revisions and amendments.

The final decision on publishing of the article is made by the Editorial Boars after receipt
of the reviewer’s conclusion.

Academic Council of the Ptoukha Institute of Demography and Social Studies of the
National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine approve for publication and publication on the
Internet of each issue of the scientific journal.

V. The original texts of reviews are kept in the Editorial Office of the Journal for two
years.
